GOOD NEWS 
Epiphany of the Lord 
Isaiah 60:1-6; Psalm 72; Ephesians 3:2-3,5-6; Matthew 2:1-12

              Faith is not just God and me. As a believer I belong to a 
community. The joys and pains of the larger group are mine as 
well. Faith calls me to reveal the presence of a caring God. The 
Epiphany of the Lord is about revelation: the manifestation of a 
God who cares in the person of the Son-made-man. 
              Today's first reading uses the images of darkness and 
thick clouds to describe the frustration of Judah and Jerusalem af-
ter the exile around 500 B.C. Hope is symbolized in the light that 
will shine upon Jerusalem when the exiles return. This light will 
be for the good of all, because "nations shall come to your light" 
as the believers reveal their caring God. 
              The author of Ephesians unveils God's revelation: the 
Gentiles are in communion with Israel. Thus the Gentiles are co-
heirs and partners with Israel in God's promise of salvation. Since 
the Gentiles have also received the Spirit, the wall of separation 
between Jew and Gentile has been obliterated. To share the inheri-
tance with Israel is to realize one's dignity. 
              Matthew writes of the pagan magi following the star. The 
magi represent all those Gentiles who will enter the Christian 
Church while the Jews, who possess the Scriptures, reject Jesus. 
Matthew also sees believers as signs of a caring God. The believer 
who embraces the lonely and sorrowing reveals a compassionate 
God.

Dear Padre: 
How important is the homily? 
I need more motivation in the Sunday homily and 
have heard a priest preach at another Catholic par-
ish who feeds me spiritually. Since then I’ve 
wanted to attend Mass there. My husband says the 
only important thing is the Mass itself. He does not 
want to go to a different church for Mass. Your 
thoughts on this, please.   Betty Mae 
Dear Betty Mae, 
I’m pleased to hear that you have found someone who 
nourishes you with the Word as well as the Eucharist. We 
often make the mistake of thinking that Mass is only 
about the Eucharist, but our Mass has two major parts: 
the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. 
They are both equally important, and both require our full 
reverence. However, as Catholics we often neglect the 
Word by doing such things as coming late to Mass or 
reading the bulletin while the Word is proclaimed. Some 
services also have ill-prepared lectors and poor homilies 
that are not based on Scripture. How many times have 
you left Mass and not been able to remember what the 
readings were before you left the parking lot? A second 
pitfall occurs when we treat Mass as something we have 
to “get in.” We think as long as our bodies are present for 
most of it we’ve fulfilled our obligation. The Second Vati-
can Council proclaimed boldly and definitively that the 
celebration of Mass requires our “full, active and con-
scious participation.” This means that we must engage 
ourselves in both the Word and the Eucharist. Too many 
of us just go through the motions, so I would have to rec-
ommend that you go where you will be fed. More and 
more bishops realize that being spiritually fed and excited 
about the faith is more important than geography. But I 
also offer you a challenge to talk with your current pastor 
about why you feel the need to go somewhere else.

ST. ELIZABETH ANN SETON 
Elizabeth means worshipper  of God. 

St. Elizabeth Seton was born August 28, 1774, at New York City 
and died January 4, 1821, at Emmitsburg, Maryland.  She was the 
daughter of Richard and Catherine Bayley, a prominent and distin-
guished Protestant family.  Early in life she showed an unusual 
concern for the poor and sick, becoming known as the Protestant 
Sister of Charity.  In 1794 she married the wealthy young mer-
chant, William Seton, and they had 5 children.  Due to her hus-
band’s ill health, William, Elizabeth and their eldest child went to 
Italy in 1803 and stayed with the Filicchi family in Leghorn.  Six 
weeks later William died and Elizabeth spent her first months of 
widowhood with the Catholic Filicchis.  By the time she returned 
to New York she was a convinced Catholic, but soon met with 
strong opposition; nevertheless, she was received into the Catholic 
Church on March 4, 1805.  Abondoned by practically all her rela-
tives and friends and prevented by prejudice from earning a living, 
she decided to go to Canada.  However, in 1807 she was invited to 
found a school for girls in Baltimore.  Several young women of-
fered to be her assistants.  Father William DuBourg, and Bishop 
John Carroll of Baltimore gave her a set of rules and directed her 
to admit subjects to her sisterhood.  DuBourg received from her 
the vows of religion, permitted her to adopt a religious habit, and 
gave her the title mother; thus, she was the foundress of the 
American Sisters of Charity.  She laid the foundation of the 
American parochial school system; trained teachers and prepared 
textbooks; wrote several spiritual treatises; and visited the poor 
and the sick, converting many, principally Afro-Americans.  St. 
Elizabeth Ann Seton was canonized in 1975; the first native-born 
U.S. citizen to become a saint.  She is the patron saint of loss of 
parents and death of children and her feast day is January 4.
