My neighbor is a fundamentalist Christian. He said

that | won't be “saved” unless | accept Jesus as my
personal savior. Didn’t Jesus become my savior when

Dear Peggy,

Your neighbor probably is referring to John 3:7, when
Jesus told Nicodemus, “You must be born anew.” What
does Jesus mean? Jesus is talking about a spiritual
rebirth; we must have a spiritual birth in order to be
saved. As you have correctly noted, Catholics believe
this happens at baptism. In John 3:5, Jesus says, “No
one can enter the kingdom of God without being born

of water and Spirit.” We are saved by the waters of bap-
tism. But for us Catholics, it is not merely a one-time
event. We continue to accept or reject the salvation of-
fered us by the decisions we make every day.

Your neighbor used the words “personal savior.”

As Catholic Christians, we go even deeper ; we do this
through the sacraments. We develop and nurture a very
personal relationship with Jesus by regularly receiving
the Eucharist. In the sacrament of reconciliation, we ad-
mit we have sinned and ask Jesus to forgive us. In the
sacrament of confirmation, our relationship is “sealed”
with the gift of the Spirit. Many Catholics also celebrate
the sacrament of marriage. The couple’s personal rela-
tionship with Jesus is deepened through the love the
couple shares.

So, Peggy, tell your neighbor you are indeed saved by
Jesus. And because you are saved, deepen that relation-
ship with Jesus by living a sacramental life.

EXPOSITION OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT
A CATHOLIC TRADITION

“l'am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will
never be hungry, and whoever believes in me
will never be thirsty.” John 6:35

THE BEGINNINGS of this devotional go as far back as the
fifth century, with few adaptations since the Middle Ages.
It was then, and remains today, a means of reverencing the
Blessed Sacrament and spending time in quiet prayer with
the lord. In the holy presence of the consecrated host, peo-
ple of faith have sought solace and offered praise for gen-
erations.

Eucharistic Procession

The special feast that honors the Body and Blood of Christ
was established outside of Holy Thursday’s Last Supper so
that people could more joyfully celebrate the gift of Eucha-
rist. In Corpus Christi Processions, the Blessed Sacrament
is carried through the town or the neighborhood with exuber-
ant reverence.

Forty Hours’ Adoration

Remembering the forty hours of Jesus’ entombment, this
devotional is usually interrupted overnight and extends over
a three-day period. It includes liturgies of the Eucharist, a
Liturgy for Peace, the Litany of the Saints, Benediction of
the Blessed Sacrament, and often a Eucharistic procession.
Eucharistic Devotion

Often called Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, this re-
newed service follows liturgical rubrics: Introductory Rite
(call to worship, hymn or psalm); Liturgy of the Word
(proclamation); Liturgy of the Eucharist (Exposition — on
the altar with two candles, incensing, hymn, blessing

with the Blessed Sacrament, prayer, reposition);
Concluding Rite (canticle, intercessory prayers,

concluding prayers, blessing, dismissal).
