Dear Antoinette, 
Eternal life in heaven is the hope of all Christians. Your 
question prompts some deeper reflection on how we live 
our Christian faith.  Salvation in heaven is a gift for those 
who “die in God’s grace and friendship” (the Catechism of 
the Catholic Church, 1023.) Even if we have lived an im-
perfect life but still maintain this important relationship 
with God, we are assured heaven after a period of purifi-
cation; the  Catholic faith calls this purgatory (CCC 1030–
1031.)  Living a life of grace and friendship with God 
means we need to be sorry for our sins and we need to 
do good deeds, which manifest our desire for union with 
God.  God desires the salvation of the whole human fam-
ily.  The Catechism notes God continually offers us “hope 
of salvation, by promising redemption…. For he wishes 
to give eternal life to all those who seek salvation by 
patience in well-doing” (55). We are reminded in the 
fourth Eucharistic prayer that, though we lost our original 
friendship with God, he did not forget his promise. 
God continually offered salvation to people through the 
words of the prophets and eventually in the resurrection 
of Christ.  God’s desire to be with us forever requires a 
response from us. Our works of mercy are that response 
to the initiative God took in calling us his sons and 
daughters.

THE BEGINNINGS of this devotional go as far back as the 
fifth century, with few adaptations since the Middle Ages. 
It was then, and remains today, a means of reverencing the 
Blessed Sacrament and spending time in quiet prayer with 
the Lord. In the holy presence of the consecrated host, peo-
ple of faith have sought solace and offered praise for gen-
erations. 
Eucharistic Procession 
The special feast that honors the Body and Blood of Christ 
was established outside of Holy Thursday’s Last Supper so 
that people could more joyfully celebrate the gift of Eucha-
rist. In Corpus Christi Processions, the Blessed Sacrament 
is carried through the town or the neighborhood with exuber-
ant reverence. 
Forty Hours’ Adoration 
Remembering the forty hours of Jesus’ entombment, this 
devotional is usually interrupted overnight and extends over 
a three-day period. It includes liturgies of the Eucharist, a 
Liturgy for Peace, the Litany of the Saints, Benediction of 
the Blessed Sacrament, and often a Eucharistic procession. 
Eucharistic Devotion 
Often called Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament, this re-
newed service follows liturgical rubrics: Introductory Rite 
(call to worship, hymn or psalm); Liturgy of the Word 
(proclamation);  Liturgy of the Eucharist (Exposition — on 
the altar with two candles, incensing, hymn, blessing with 
the Blessed Sacrament, prayer, reposition); Concluding Rite 
(canticle, intercessory prayers, concluding prayers, blessing, 
dismissal).
