How can I study the Bible? 
I hear more and more Catholics talking about the Bi-
ble, and I’m embarrassed to say I really don’t know 
much about it beyond the readings I hear on Sunday. 
How can I begin to study the Bible? My parish doesn’t 
offer Bible study. Can I go to a non- Catholic church for 
it?                                     Hungry for the Word 
Dear Hungry for the Word, 
I’m so glad to hear you want to learn more about Scrip-
ture and to take your faith to a deeper level. For too 
long, we Catholics have been negligent in our study of 
the Bible. I‘ve actually heard priests and at least one 
bishop discourage people from reading it for them-
selves. The Bible is the Word of God and our first 
source of Revelation. Pope Benedict XVI has called for 
a synod on the Bible. The synod outline expresses 
particular concern over Catholic ignorance of the 
Old Testament: “The faith of the Church considers the 
Old Testament a part of the one Christian Bible and 
acknowledges its permanent value…. This situation 
urgently requires a formation centered on a 
Christian reading of the Old Testament.” 
Many Catholics turn to non-Catholic churches for Bible 
study.  While there is nothing wrong with this, you 
should be aware that some churches’ approach to sa-
cred Scripture is different from that of the Catholic 
Church; for example, some churches take a literal or 
fundamentalist approach, which we Catholics do not. 
They may also emphasize certain passages and 
downplay others to stress teachings that might be con-
trary to what the Catholic faith holds and teaches. 
The Catholic version of the Bible also contains books 
that many other denominations do not include.  All in 
all, I recommend a Catholic group or class. If your par-
ish does not offer Bible study, check out other parishes 
or contact your (arch)diocesan office. If you cannot find 
a group in your (arch) diocese, ask your pastor or 
bishop to start one.   Liguori Publications will soon 
publish a new Bible-study program, a marvelous guide 
being produced by Fr. Bill Parker, C.Ss.R. (former edi-
tor of Liguorian magazine), and other Catholic Scrip-
ture scholars. It’s designed to be used in small groups, 
taking participants to a deeper knowledge of Scripture 
and how the Word should direct their everyday lives. 
I pray that the Word of the Lord will unfold before you 
and illuminate the path before your feet, directing each 
step ever closer to God.
