GOOD NEWS

Second Sunday of Lent

Genesis 22:1-2,9,10-13,15-18; Psalm 116; Romans
8:31-34; Mark 9:2-10

How easy we bandy about the word "love".
We love pizza, we love our city, we love our friends.
Today's readings see love not as a momentary emo-
tion but as alifelong commitment. Nothing istoo
demanding to show one's profound dedication.

The Genesis account of the sacrifice of
Isaac is dramatic. God has been promising Abraham
ahost of descendants and possession of agreat land.
The promise now seems jeopardized when God asks
Abraham to sacrifice Isaac. Y et Abraham will go to
even this extent. Abraham's love of God means | et-
ting go, even of Isaac.

"If God isfor us, who is against
us?' (Romans 8:31). To dramatize the extent of
God's willingness to assist us, Paul appealsto a spe-
cific kind of love. "He who did not withhold his own
Son, but gave him up for all of us, will he not with
him also give us everything else?' (Romans 8:32).
Thus God and Abraham both refuse to set limitson
their capacity to love.

Mark's account of the Transfiguration is
part of his disclosure of Jesus' messianic identity.
Jesus has informed the twelve that he must suffer,
die, and only then rise again (Mark 8:31). The Lord
of Easter Sunday must first be the servant of Good
Friday. The sameistrue for al Christians. To follow
Jesus, one must deny self, find self, and then lose
oneself again (Mark 8:35). Thus the Transfiguration
relates both to Jesus' transfiguration and to the Chris-
tian's transformation through self-giving -- letting go.

Letting go takes many forms. Life may call
usto let go of acareer that is damaging to self and
family, of a habit that is destroying health or rela
tionships, of purely selfish interests. These are but a
few examples of that central redlity in life -- that lov-
ing means letting go.
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
