Are Hispanics leaving the Church? 
I hear that more Hispanics are leaving the Catholic 
Church than any other group. Why? 
                                         Curious and Concerned 
Dear Curious and Concerned, 
The United States has nearly fifty million active 
Catholics; the second-largest denomination, the 
Southern Baptists, has fifteen million members. Sev-
enteen million baptized Catholics do not practice their 
faith. That’s why it’s often said that the second-
largest church group in the U.S. is inactive Catholics.  
When we hear about “fallen away” Catholics, we are 
not talking about the fifty million who go to Mass on 
Sunday, send their children to religious-education 
classes, and serve as ushers or Eucharist ministers. 
No, the Catholics leaving the Church are usually part 
of the group of seventeen million inactive Catholics, 
and they are white, black, Hispanic, and Asian. If the 
percentage of inactive Hispanic Catholics is higher, I 
wonder whether it is because of a lack of services in 
Spanish in a given area or because some parish 
communities have not made  Hispanic parishioners 
welcome.  We need to make people who come to our 
parishes feel welcome. If we know someone who has 
left the Church, we need to invite them back. You’d 
be surprised how many inactive Catholics, Hispanic 
or otherwise, are waiting for an invitation to come 
back.

EASTER 
Acts 10:34a, 37–43, Col 3:1–4 or 1 Cor 5:6b–8, 
Jn 20:1–9 or Mt 28:1–10 or Lk 24:13–35 
Twenty centuries after the life, death, and resurrection 
of Jesus, it is tempting to wish we had been among the 
first witnesses.  What if we had heard Jesus preach-
ing? What if we traveled to Galilee, anticipating the ar-
rival of the teacher who is in every town’s gossip, and 
then actually heard and saw him?  What questions do 
his disciples face? Are we among the “blessed poor”—
those who will see the reign of God? Are we among 
those who weep now but will laugh again? What if we 
were sitting on a hill near Bethsaida, shocked to find 
there was bread for us, too, in a huge crowd of people 
Jesus taught about the reign of God and then fed? 
Would faith be easy then? What brings faith? What 
brings doubt?  After following him into Jerusalem, Je-
sus’ disciples met violence, confusion, and a fear that 
made them run from him when he died. Right there 
with him, they had to face doubt and pain and fear, 
and they could not do it by themselves.  So what 
changed them? What made this bunch of frail human 
beings walk back into the center of the town they had 
fl ed, start preaching about the man who had been 
killed, and talk about him as if he were the God of life 
itself?  In every account of the resurrection, the story of 
the witnesses is strange. They have trouble recogniz-
ing Jesus. Witnesses are surprised, sad, mistaken, 
and shocked—and then they are struck with wonder 
and realization. A different sort of recognition is called 
for. Jesus is changed. He is the man they knew, yet he 
has become something else.  They are changed. They 
met him alive again. We were not there. Can we take 
their word for what happened? Do we dare believe 
them? If they are right, if he does live, we can meet 
him too.
