| just received a new prayer book from afriend. It says
Church laws require me to receive confession and Commun-
ion once ayear during the Easter season. My old prayer
book says | have to go only to Communion once

ayear. Which isright? Gracie S.

Dear Gracie,

Y our prayer books refer to what is known as the “Easter
duty.” Church law requires the members of the Church to
receive holy Communion during the paschal (Easter) season,
which extends from the first Sunday of Lent until the first
Sunday after Pentecost (Trinity Sunday). The Code of
Canon Law says, “Once admitted to the blessed Eucharit,
each of the faithful is obliged to receive holy Communion
at least once ayear. This precept must be fulfilled during
the paschal time, unlessfor agood reason it isfulfilled at
another time during the year” (Canon 920). Oneis not re-
quired to receive the sacrament of reconciliation or penance
as an essentia part of the Easter duty. Canon law 989 states,
“All the faithful who have reached the age of discretion are
bound faithfully to confesstheir grave sins once ayear.”
This meansthat if oneisnot conscious of having committed
grave sin, oneis not obligated to confess during the Easter
season or obligated to confess once ayear. Church law is, of
course, talking about the minimum requirements. The
Church encourages active Catholics to receive the Eucharist
much more often than once ayear. Gracie, if your new
prayer book says one must receive confession once a year
without any further explanation, then someone has printed a
nonexistent law.

GOOD NEWS

Fifth Sunday of Lent

Is43:16-21/ Phil 3:8-14/Jn 8:1-11

This Lent we have been allowing the Sunday readingsto
suggest afast or discipline for the week. | appreciate hearing
from readers who join me in this practice. I’ m not sure

if “misery loves company,” but it is certainly easier to keep
my Lenten promises when I’'min the midst of a community
doing the same. Last year | heard from areader who admit-
ted that his Lenten penance was—now get this—reading my
columns! He was kind enough to say that he enjoyed them
and planned to continue the practice beyond Lent. So what
discipline does today’ s gospel suggest? It is the story of
Jesus and the woman caught in adultery. (Please note, there
are optiona readings for today and at Mass you may hear a
different gospel.) The scribes and Pharisees bring the
woman to Jesus and ask what he thinks of stoning her. They
aretrying to trap him, but Jesus steps neatly out of the trap
with wordsthat still make us squirm. He says, in effect,
“Sure, go ahead. Only, how about if you guys who never sin
go first? Work for you?’ Can you imagine how everyone
felt? The proud religious leaders of the town shuffling their
feet in the dirt and, finally, wandering away one by one
without another word. The woman, bracing herself for the
first blow, sure she was about to die, then daring to raise her
eyes, only to see that she was spared. And Jesus—maybe
relieved, but maybe sad because he has insulted these men
and he knows that someday they will come after him.
Speaking truth to power isaways dangerous. So there are
at least two possibilities for this week’ s discipline. One
might be to imitate Jesus and defend the powerless. This
could be the week to quietly withess against some injustice
or wrongdoing, even if it'sby just refusing to joinin alittle
“harmless’ gossip. The other disciplineisto refrain from
judging others. Instead, we could give thanks for the many
times we have been forgiven.
