What do the palms Symbolize? W

What is the association of the palm with Palm Sun-
day? Where did the palm come from? 
Palm Sunday commemorates what is called the triumphal 
entry into Jerusalem. When Jesus came to Jerusalem 
to celebrate the Passover with his disciples, people met 
him and cheered him calling him the Son of David. He 
was also called the King of Israel. In part they greeted 
him this way because they heard that he had raised 
Lazarus from the dead.  This joyful entry into Jerusalem 
is recorded in all four gospels. The event can be found in 
Matthew 21:1-11, Mark 11:1-11, Luke 19:28-40, and 
John 12:12-19. All gospels agree that the people cut 
leafy branches and waved them in greeting Jesus. The 
gospel of John says they “took branches of palm trees 
and went out to meet him” (12:13). We use palms as the 
people did to remember that Jesus arrived in Jerusalem 
and was hailed as a king. A short time later, he was cruci-
fied. The events we associate with Holy Week happen 
after this triumphal entry into Jerusalem. 
Palm Sunday, then, begins Holy Week. We begin the 
celebration of the Sacred Triduum during that week with 
the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. The Triduum concludes 
with the Mass of Easter Sunday.

Palm Sunday 
Lk 19:28-40 / Is 50:4-7 / Phil 2:6-11 / Lk 22:14—23:56 or 23:1-49 
Palm Sunday Mass is strange, isn’ t it? In the beginning of 
the Mass we hear about Jesus riding into Jerusalem and the 
crowds lining the road, greeting him with palm branches and 
shouting “Hosanna!”  Within a few minutes we hear the Passion 
narrative, and these same adorers are silent as Jesus is forced 
down the same streets, carrying on his back the means of his 
own execution. 
Why did the crowds do this? The religious and civic leaders 
had their reasons. Jesus was a rabble-rouser who stirred up 
trouble and threatened their authority. He made them look 
foolish or, worse, revealed them as hypocrites. But what about 
the crowds? He healed them, fed them, taught them, loved 
them. 
Why do crowds do anything? Or more often, why do they 
refrain from doing? I have to ask myself what I would do. Which 
character would I be in the gospel narrative? I’m afraid I might 
be the one hurrying about my business, irritated at the crowd 
getting in my way. Perhaps I would take a side street to get 
home to safety and comfort. 
Yet while I am comfortable, crucifixions go on all the time. 
People often unwittingly carry their own means of execution 
on their backs. Sometimes it’ s a drug habit. Sometimes it’s a 
weapon. Sometimes it’ s gut-wrenching poverty. Sometimes it’s 
the stress of too much to do, too much to take care of—just 
too much. 
This is Holy Week. It’s an annual retreat we’re offered—time 
to think and assess our lives and pray. The entire Christian 
message of salvation is summed up in the days of celebration 
this week: Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday, and 
Easter Sunday. Finding the time and energy may seem impossible, 
but I encourage you to join the crowd this week. Don’ t 
take a side road home. Join this crowd of worshipers—a crowd 
assembling all over the world—to remember and make present 
in our needy world the One who comes to save us.
