GOOD NEWS       John Craghan. Th., D.,S.S.L. 
Third Sunday of Easter 
Acts 2:14,22-28; Psalm 16; 1 Peter 1:17-21; Luke 24:13-35 
               Life is not just a matter of blind fate. Even 
though we are tempted to see our experiences as ran-
dom chance happenings, there is a divine plan at 
work. Today's readings speak of a God who is inti-
mately involved in the fabric of our lives. 
               In Peter's Pentecost discourse, the Book of 
Acts enumerates Jesus' credentials as God's emis-
sary: miracles, wonders, signs. Those who rejected 
this identity went so far as to crucify the Lord. This 
passage from Acts does not describe the Lord's death 
as mere chance. God's plan included death as the 
necessary condition for new birth in the Resurrec-
tion. 
               In the second reading, the author of First 
Peter continues to exhort his audience to live lives 
worthy of their baptisms. Recalling the biblical tradi-
tion of Israel's desert-wandering, he speaks of the 
Christian life as a period of exile, yet one sustained 
by Christian hope. In the Exodus, the blood of the 
Passover lamb spared Israel from the tenth plague. 
But "you were ransomed...with the precious blood of 
Christ" (1 Peter 1:18-19). 
               The author quickly notes that this Christian 
liberation is not a chance occurrence. Christ was 
"destined before the foundation of the world" (1 Pe-
ter 1:20). Since God raised him from the dead and 
gave him glory, Christians enjoy confidence and 
hope. 
               The gospel continues this affirmation of 
divine providence. Jesus responds to the discourage-
ment of his disciples: "Was it not necessary that the 
Messiah should suffer these things and then enter 
into his glory?" (Luke 24:26). For Luke, the Scrip-
tures reveal God's plan for Jesus and so for all hu-
mankind. 
               The modern Christian faces many reverses. 
Behind the maze of tragedy a divine plan is at work, 
a plan that only faith can reveal. As we seek to dis-
cover a God who will enter into the fabric of our 
lives, we move from the abandoned figure on the 
cross to the transformed Lord of Easter.
