I’m single and not really looking to get married, but it 
seems like everything in my parish is oriented toward 
families. Where do I fit in? 
                                                  Feeling Neglected 
Dear Neglected, 
You bring up a very important reminder to us clergy 
and pastoral ministers. All too often we forget about the 
single people in our parish. Many times in our preach-
ing we use examples that refer only to married couples 
and families, and many parish ministries and groups 
seem to forget that a portion of the parish is not mar-
ried, was never married, and will never be married. In 
Church documents we tend to be more inclusive and 
refer to religious and priests, married and single, but at 
the parish level little is offered.  You do fit in. If your 
pastor uses an example of marriage at Mass, speak to 
him afterward. Say something like, “Father, thank you 
for talking about how couples live out their married life, 
but maybe next time you could mention how single 
people can be better Christians.”  Also, suggest spe-
cific ministries that should be inclusive of or directed to 
single people. Instead of saying, “I wish there were 
something for single people,” say, “It would be great if 
we had a Bible study for single people,” or a social for 
singles, or whatever you feel is needed.  Chances are 
if it is your need, others in the parish have the same 
need.

SAINT JOSEPH

{Patron saint of the Universal Church,    
fathers, carpenters, social justice, and a 
happy death} 
Saint Joseph, the husband of Mary, was a hardwork-
ing carpenter of Nazareth. He was the earthly father 
figure for Christ.  Joseph was a kind, compassionate 
man, fully trusting in God’s power. Upon learning of 
Mary’s pregnancy, he wanted to quietly dissolve the 
union. Joseph was unaware of the special gift grow-
ing inside Mary. How could a man accept a situation 
like this? As he contemplated divorce, he was con-
cerned for Mary’s suffering as well as her safety. It 
was a commonly known fact that women accused of 
adultery were stoned to death. He didn’t want this to 
happen to Mary.  In a dream, an angel appeared 
and said, “Joseph,… do not be afraid to take Mary 
as your wife, for the child conceived in her is from 
the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 1). Without questioning, 
Joseph accepted Mary as his wife and together they 
raised Jesus. He also cared deeply and uncondition-
ally for his family’s well-being. The angel revisited 
Joseph after Jesus’ birth and told him the child was 
in danger. Immediately, Joseph gathered his family 
and fl ed to Egypt. “‘Get up, take the child and his 
mother, and flee to Egypt and remain there until I tell 
you....’ Then Joseph got up, took the child and his 
mother by night, and went to Egypt...” (Matthew 2). 
There they remained until the angel informed them it 
was safe to return. Joseph knew how important Je-
sus was to the world, but it is presumed he didn’t 
have a chance to witness Jesus’ ministry. Many 
scholars believe Joseph probably died before Jesus’ 
public life began. It is presumed that surely he died 
with Jesus and Mary by his side; hence, he is recog-
nized as the patron of happy deaths. In 1870, Jo-
seph was proclaimed the patron of the Universal 
Church.
