Can laypeople give blessings? 
I am a Eucharistic minister. While I was in the 
hospital recently, I was asked to give a doctor a 
blessing. I said a prayer over him. While it was a 
powerful experience, I am now wondering if I did 
the right thing because I am not ordained.

Dear Rob, 
Yes, you did the right thing. The Church’s Book 
of Blessings lists the blessings that may be given 
by laypeople (p. xxviii). Parents may bless their 
children. Baptized laypeople who carry out func-
tions on behalf of the Church may also give 
blessings: catechists may bless their students, 
and Eucharistic ministers with a special role of 
visiting the sick may bless the sick. Laypeople 
may give various other blessings, including the 
blessing of the sick, food, a new home, seeds at 
planting time, and throats on the feast of St. 
Blaise. A layperson may distribute ashes on Ash 
Wednesday, though the blessing of the ashes is 
reserved for the clergy. Also reserved for the or-
dained clergy: the blessing of liturgical vessels or 
of parishioners entering ministry as readers, altar 
servers, Eucharistic ministers, or musicians. 
Some blessings, especially if they pertain to the 
life of the diocesan Church, are reserved for a 
bishop: the blessing of the cathedra (the bishop’s 
chair in the cathedral church) or the consecration 
of the sacred chrism.  You may give the blessing 
of a doctor as long as you’ve been trained to 
minister in the hospital and are there with the ap-
proval of your pastor and the hospital. You can 
find texts to guide your words in the Book of 
Blessings.

The Gospel from St. John for the Fifth Sunday of Easter of-

fers us a clear view of what Jesus has in store for those who 

believe in him.   It is a consolation to be presented with this 

passage today. In a world that has become increasingly un-

steady and fragile, the temptation to despair can be quite 

strong. And yet; Jesus tells us in the Gospel, "Do not let 

your hearts be troubled ... I will come back again and take 

you to myself..." The reminder today is that we are a com-

munity of believers, a congregation of baptized persons who 

are united by the love Christ has for each one of us.   While 

Jesus is promising to "prepare a place" for us with him in 

heaven, he has also given  us the Church to guide us to our 

eternal dwelling. Together, we work for the coming of the 

kingdom of God, whether as priests and religious, teachers, 

parents or school children. Each of us is a necessary piece 

of this building of faith. Each of us, rooted in baptism, has a 

role to play in the continued growth and outreach of our 

Church.
