GOOD NEWS 
Second Sunday of Easter 
Acts 4:32-35; Psalm 118; 1 John 5:1-6; John 20:19-31

            We usually put down the doubting Thomas. For 
him and his followers, seeing is believing. On the con-
trary, we like to think that we believe without seeing 
the evidence. But do we perhaps fail in another direc-
tion? Is our believing such that it impels us to act on 
behalf of others?  
            Today's readings remind us that faith involves 
movement from the world of God into the world of 
God's people. Here, doing is believing. 
            In Acts, Luke brings together two different but 
interrelated notions: He states that the earliest Chris-
tians owned all things in common; and he depicts indi-
viduals selling their property and making the proceeds 
available to the needy of the community. 
Here the basis for giving is faith. It is such faith-filled 
charity that Luke suggests as the ideal Christian re-
sponse. 
            The author of First John, writing about A.D. 
100, addresses the members of his community. There 
has been serious disagreement within the community, 
and some have broken away. Today's epistle passage is 
linked to 1 John 4:20-21, where we are told that to love 
God means to love one's brothers and sisters. Such love 
is a corollary of faith. In today's reading, the believer 
who loves God must also love God's children. 
            Jesus then makes his relationship with God the 
model for the disciples' mission. Jesus' life-giving 
breath is the gift of the Spirit of Pentecost that jump-
starts that mission. The disciples are to continue the 
mission of Jesus, offering life to all believers. 
            Today's readings remind us that we must carry 
our professions of faith and signs of peace into settings 
outside of church. The messages insist that we see our 
gift of faith as precisely that -- a gift -- and thus some-
thing to be shared in wider community. They also 
make clear that sharing our faith (mission) means more 
than merely religious instruction or a theology lecture. 
Sharing our faith means seeing the image of God in all 
those persons who make up the fabric of our lives. See-
ing the image of God means revering and imitating 
God in our words and works -- whether at work or at 
play, whether at home or away. Doing is believing.  
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ANNUAL CATHOLIC APPEAL 
On this Divine Mercy Sunday we hear the words of Jesus to his 
Disciples, “Peace be with you”  (Jn 20:19).  He empowers them to 
share this peace with mankind through the forgiveness of sins-the 
mercy of God shared through the cross and resurrection.  God’s 
mercy and his peace are waiting for each of us. 
The Annual Catholic Appeal is the moment we unite as the Catho-
lic community to reach out to serve others—the homeless, the un-
employed, the sick, the elderly, the handicapped and the unborn.  
Because of your generosity to the Appeal, those who come to us 
searching for Christ, seeking education, seeking justice and hoping 
for peace in their lives, will find God’s mercy. 
But the need for love and mercy, peace and  forgiveness may not 
be as far away as a food pantry or women’s shelter.  It may be 
right here among us.  Your participation means that emergency 
needs at parishes will be met, our children will receive a Catholic 
education in our schools and parish school of religion, and young 
people will be prepared for marriage. 
In recent years fewer families and individuals have been making 
pledges to the Annual Catholic Appeal.  Many experience the fi-
nancial pressures of trying to make ends meet.  Some may have 
just forgotten out of the habit of giving.  Others may want their 
gifts to be kept in the parish.  Yet each of us has had love and 
mercy planted in our hearts by Christ—it is now our gift to share 
with someone else.  Your participation in the Annual Catholic Ap-
peal will make it happen in the life of someone you may never 
meet.  Or someone kneeling right next to you.

Why are there different 
versions of the Bible? 
Few of us will become Scripture scholars, but you 
don’t have to be a scholar to open the Bible and 
be nourished or comforted by the living word of 
God. 
 
Dear Paul, 
All modern Bibles are translations, either from an earlier Bible 
or, more usually, from the oldest sources that are available. 
Translations, though, are difficult things. Languages are con-
nected to a culture. In different cultures, people not only use 
different words, but they think differently. There are two fun-
damental ways of translating from one language to another. 
One is a literal translation. A word in one language is matched 
with a word in another language. Literal translations are faith-
ful to the original, but the meaning can be obscure. 
The other basic way of translating is dynamic. You can think of 
this as translating meanings from one language to another and 
not just words. Dynamic translations usually read easier and 
make more sense to contemporary people, but the meaning is 
filtered through the translator. That can be an issue when it 
comes to the Bible. The reason there are differences in differ-
ent versions of the Bible is because there are different transla-
tors. Some Bibles are better for studying and others may be 
easier to read. It is not a bad idea to have different translations 
of the Bible. Every Christian should read the Bible.
