GOOD NEWS 
Sixth Sunday of Easter 
Acts 10:25-26,34-35,44-48; Psalm 98; 1 John 4:7-10; 
John 15:9-17

            God's ways are mysterious. Each of us, at one 
time or another, has wished for an opportunity to ad-
dress a question to the Lord -- face to face. We would 
prefer to go right to the top and eliminate all those in 
the middle. Today's readings tell us that God's mind 
and attitude are reflected in believers. Believers are 
God's spokespersons.  
            In the Cornelius episode, Luke declares that the 
Christian community is for everyone and that the Gen-
tiles need not first become Jews to enter this commu-
nity. Cornelius is the first Gentile convert to the faith. 
Luke has Peter show that God is impartial: "but in 
every nation anyone who fears him and does what is 
right is acceptable to him" (Acts 10:35). 
            The author of First John is concerned with the 
bond that unites God with the believer. This bond is 
love. God is love, hence love must characterize God's 
family. "Everyone who loves...knows God" (1 John 
4:7). The sending of the Son is the ultimate manifesta-
tion of God's love. The fact that our sins are redeemed 
in Jesus means that our lifestyle is part of God's plan 
for salvation. 
            The gospel passage develops the imagery of the 
vine and the branches. Like the second reading, the 
gospel speaks of the love that unites God and the be-
liever. Jesus' fundamental command is mutual love. Je-
sus' love of the disciples flows from God's love of Je-
sus. Far from being a personal acquisition, the love of 
God looks to others. "I appointed you to go and bear 
fruit" (John 15:16). 
            Christianity demands that the believer not only 
grasp intellectually the main tenets of the faith but also 
act on them in daily life. Within the context of commu-
nity the believer is linked to Jesus who is linked to the 
Father. If God is love and Jesus' self-giving is the su-
preme expression of that love, then we must communi-
cate the depth of that love by the way we live in the 
world. We are spokespersons for God. 
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ST. JAMES THE GREATER 

St. James the Greater is the saint for whom our church has 
been named. All Catholic churches are given saints names. 
St. James the Greater was a Galilean fisherman.  He was a 
son of Zebedee, was one of the twelve Apostles and was a 
brother of the Apostle John, the beloved disciple, and proba-
bly the elder of the two.  James is styled “ the Greater”  to 
distinguish him from the Apostle James “ the Less,”  who 
was probably shorter in stature. 
The Apostles James, John and Peter were the only witnesses 
of the raising of Jairus’  daughter, of the Transfiguration and 
of the Agony in Gethsemani.  James was the first Apostles 
to die for Christ, having been beheaded in 44 A.D. under 
Herod Agrippa.   
The cathedral at Santiago de Compostela, Spain, was built 
over the grave of St. James in the 11th century and became 
one of the most popular places for medieval pilgrimages.  
St. James is the patron saint of Spain, laborers, pilgrims and 
rheumatism and his feast day is observed on July 25. 

Dear Padre, 
Is it OK to go to a wedding in a Non-Catholic 
Church? 
Do you think it is all right to go to a wedding in another 
church? I  have a Catholic friend who is marrying a Presbyte-
rian in her church. Her father is the minister there. Our pastor 
says that they worked it out with the bishop, so we can attend. 
I ’m not so sure.  Theresa M. 
Dear Theresa, 
You can safely follow the advice of your pastor. It is not uncom-
mon in the circumstance you describe to ask for and receive a 
dispensation so the marriage can take place in the Protestant 
church.  Marriage is a sacred covenant, but a wedding is also a 
civil and social occasion for Christians in the United States and 
elsewhere. Marriage is a sacrament, so it is a sacred occasion. 
The government also has an interest in marriage since it is the 
foundation of an ordered society. That makes the wedding 
a civil event. Marriage is celebrated publicly and brings together 
family, friends, and acquaintances, making the wedding day a 
social occasion. The Church respects all these elements. The nor-
mal way for Catholics to wed is in Church, with a priest as wit-
ness and a nuptial Mass. When one party is not Catholic, it is not 
unusual to have only the rite of Marriage without a nuptial Mass. 
When there is a close connection with another denomination 
such as you describe, the bishop can give permission for the 
wedding to occur in the other church. Go to the wedding and en-
joy yourself.
