What do we Catholicsreally believe about the Virgin Mary?
Protestants don’t seem to understand why we have such de-
votion to her, and I’'m not really sure | do either. Monica B.
Dear Monica,

In this short space, | cannot give areally complete answer to
your questions, since many volumes have been written about
the Blessed Mother. There are four dogmas or articles of faith
about Mary. The Immaculate Conception is one of these dog-
mas. We believe that Mary was preserved from original sin
from the moment of her conception. The perpetual virginity
of Mary is another article of faith. We believe that God pre-
served her virginity, even though she conceived by the Holy
Spirit and gave birth to Jesus. She was a virgin at the concep-
tion of Jesus and remained avirgin her whole life. We believe
that Mary isthe Mother of God, which is a third dogma about
the Blessed Virgin. Finaly, we believe that Mary was as-
sumed into heaven, body and soul. One way to think about
Mary isthat, like all of us, she had acall or vocation from
God. In order for her to fulfill her vocation faithfully, all the
elements in these four dogmas were necessary. God, there-
fore, gave them to her. God always makes sure we have what
we need to fulfill our vocation, no matter how extraordinary
the vocation or the gifts may be.

GOOD NEWS

Seventh Sunday of Easter

Acts 1:15-17,20-26; Psalm 103; 1 John 4:11-16; John
17:11-19

Is Jesus out of sight and out of mind? We can
easily be hooked on the appeal of the present moment.
We witness the expansion of human ingenuity in all ar-
eas. We fed inclined to revere the present and reject
the past. Today's readings focus on this tension be-
tween yesterday and today. We are right to respect this
current moment in time, but we must also retain a sense
of continuity. They urge us to see that Jesusis as dy-
namic aforce in the twentieth century as he was in the
first.

In finding a replacement for Judas, Peter is con-
cerned with continuity. The Church must be rooted in
the experience of Jesus. Thus the criterion for their new
member is that he must have been in the company of
Jesus from the time of his baptism by John, and he
must have been awitness of the Resurrection. Matthias
is thus seen, because of his experiences of Jesus, asa
unique proclaimer of the Word and the Spirit.

The author of First John sees Jesus, especially
in his self-giving, as the link between God and the dis-
ciples. Thelove that God manifested in sending the
Son reaches perfection in the mutual love of Christians.
Such love, therefore, preserves the supreme example of
genuine love.

The excerpt from John's gospel is part of Jesus
high priestly prayer. The author highlights the predica-
ment of the disciples. Although they do not belong to
the world, Jesus sends them into the world to provoke a
faith response. Jesus prays that God might protect them
with the divine Word. This same Word consecrates
both Jesus and his followers.

The modern Christian's mandate is to make Je-
susjust as present in the world today as he has ever
been. To forgiveisto enliven the reconciling Jesus; to
inspire the depressed is to introduce the hope of Jesus.
Most of al, when we love without counting the cost,
the world knows the self-giving Jesus. We affirm that
Jesusis neither out of sight nor out of mind.
