Dear Padre ?

What do Catholics believe about purgatory?
People keep telling me different things about purga-
tory. What is it like, and do Catholics still believe in
purgatory? Richard

Dear Richard,

The Catechism of the Catholic Church states, “All who
die in God'’s grace and friendship, but [who are] still
imperfectly purified, are indeed assured of their eternal
salvation; but after death they [must] undergo purifica-
tion, so as to achieve the holiness necessary to enter
the joy of heaven” (1030). The purification of purgatory

is vastly different from the punishments of the damned.

What is purgatory like? The word purgatory simply
means a state of purification. When some people de-
scribe it as a purgatorial fire, they are likely referring to
the cleansing, purifying, and sanctifying power of
God's holiness and mercy. The doctrine on purgatory
is an integral part of our faith. To deny it would mean
we are not completely professing the faith of the
Church. Also, it is important to remember that purga-
tory may not be necessary for everyone. If a person is
completely in union with the will of God and is perfect
in his or her love, that person has no need of purifica-
tion.

ST. CATHERINE OF SIENA
St. Catherine of Sienawas bornin Siena, Italy, on the feast of the
Annunciation 1347 and died April 19, 1380, in Rome. Catherine
and her twin sister, who died shortly after birth, were the youngest
of 25 children. She was only 6 years old when she had a mystical
experience—a vision in which she saw Our Lord seated in glory
with Sts. Peter, Paul and John; Our Lord extended His hand to
blessher. At the age of 12 her parentstried to find a husband for
her. When she was uncompromising in her refusal to marry her
father finally gave up and Catherine was permitted to lead the life
shefelt called to. Shelived in asmall room, dimly lit, and de-
voted herself to prayer and fasting. She obtained permission to
receive the habit of a Dominican tertiary. On Shrove Tuesday,
1366, Our Savior appeared to her a third time, accompanied this
time by His blessed mother and a crowd of heavenly host. Taking
the girl’s hand, Our Lady held it up to her Son who placed aring
upon it and espoused Catherine to himself. Afterward, Catherine
began to venture out into the world and, like the other Tertiarys,
she began to nurse in the hospitals, always choosing the cases
from which others were likely to shrink. Often shewasrapt in
prolonged ecstasy and, while at prayer, many persons saw her up-
raised from the ground. In 1375 Catherine visited Pisa, where her
very presence brought about areligious revival. Another great
spiritual experience, while she was looking at the crucifix, rapt in
meditation, when suddenly there seemed to come from it 5 blood-
red rays which pierced her hands, feet and heart. The wounds re-
mained as stigmata, apparent only to her during her life, but
clearly visible after her death. Under the inspiration of the Holy
Spirit Catherine wrote 4 treasises, known as the “Dialogue of St.
Catherine.” She was canonized in 1461. Sheisthe patron saint of
Italy and Europe and her feast day is April 30th.

Our three sons are adopted from Guatemala. | tried to
learn from a Mayan woman how to carry my baby as she
did. She would take a simple piece of cloth, wrap it
around herself and her baby, and then go about her
work. When | would try it, my baby would slowly slip out.
We laughed a lot. Eventually, | could walk around very
cautiously with my baby—Look Mom, no hands!'—but |
never felt secure. When | came back home, | cheated
and bought a sling, which I now use to carry my grand-
children. It saddens me that we don'’t carry our babies
more. We take our babies from a bouncy seat to a car
seat to a shopping cart, without ever needing to actually
hold them. I find this so ironic, because the number one
concern at the orphanage in Guatemala was that the ba-
bies were held as often as possible. The babies also
slept two to a crib so they would always know the touch
of another human being. For a while we put our two old-
est sons together in a bedroom and the baby had his own
room. He never—I| mean never— slept more than a few
hours. One night, nearly delusional with exhaustion, | put
the baby in with the two older boys and begged them to
pat him back to sleep when he awoke. He slept through
that night and every night afterwards. We could only sur-
mise that he had been lonely. We are made for relation-
ship because we are made in the image and likeness of
God—the triune God who is, by definition, always in rela-
tionship. Jesus could have promised to be present with
us when we pray on a mountaintop, or lock ourselves in a
closet, or listen to “In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida” played back-
wards, but that's not what he said. He promised he would
be present when two or three are gathered in his name.
Relationship: it's how we’re created—to be together.
