When do we choose to be Catholic?

A friend of mine believes children should choose their
faith when they’re confirmed. Is this what the Church
teaches? Byron

Dear Byron,

The Catholic Church teaches that faith is chosen at
baptism. In the case of an infant, the faith is supplied

by the parents, who will be assisted by the godparents.
When we are baptized, whether as infants or as adults, we
become Catholic Christians. Confirmation is a sacrament
of initiation that takes place after baptism. Therefore, peo-
ple who are being confirmed have already chosen their
faith. The age at which confirmation is celebrated varies
from diocese to diocese in the United States. Confirmation
is often celebrated at the high school level, but it can also
be celebrated in children as young as seven, so
confirmation clearly isn’'t about making an adult choice to
be a Catholic. The rest of our lives are about living out and
deepening that choice. It's good at every age and every
step of your life to recommit to that choice: when you re-
ceive Communion, at your wedding, at the baptism of your
children or grandchildren. In many of those celebrations
we profess our faith, renouncing sin and professing our be-
lief in the Trinity. Every time we do that, we choose once
again to reaffirm the belief we’ve had since the day of
our baptism.

TWELFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Jer 20:10-13, Rom 5:12-15, Mt 10:26-33

Have no fear.

How seriously can we take that statement of Je-
sus’? Does God understand modern life? We
aren't talking about fallen sparrows here. Did Je-
sus’ audiences have to deal with choking mort-
gages? Did families in Jerusalem get transferred
away from their homes? Did they worry about
health insurance? War? Pollution? Problems the
next generation would face? In fact, their prob-
lems weren't so different. Their country was occu-
pied by a foreign government. They died young.
Disease could run rampant through their family or
their village. Mothers died in childbirth. Elders
were revered because they weren’'t common;
most family tables were not blessed enough to
have them. And what could farmers do in the face
of weather or pests? If crops were bad, food
would be scarce. This isn’'t a debate about whose
problems were bigger. It's a matter of seeing that
God doesn’t abandon us. If hope could be mus-
tered in the time of Jesus, it's worth our attention
now. We can push even further back: No matter
how bad it got Jeremiah knew God would deliver
him. Nobody had more reason to complain than
Jeremiah. He spoke directly about the treacherous
political events ahead. He saw the mess the king-
dom of Judah was in, and he spelled it out in sick-
ening detail. He saw Jerusalem was going to fall.
He warned. For his unflinching eye and honesty,
he was thrown into a pit. And what he warned
about took place. Still we hear from him: “Sing to
the LORD:; praise the LORD! For he has deliv-
ered the life of the needy from the hands of evildo-
ers!” (Jer 20:13). We do not always know how or
when, but we know God is for us. Jeremiah also
described God'’s restoration of the exiled people.
And what he spoke about took place.
