DEAR PADRE,
Should priests always be address as“Father”?

I'm a convert. What can | say to someone who re-
fuses to address a priest as “Father” and instead
calls him by his first name? J.M.

Dear J.M.,

We address people with titles out of respect for their offi
ce or function. Today, though, we tend to be more infor-
mal. Some priests preferred to be called by a first name
rather than Father. Perhaps this is the case with the per-
son of whom you are speaking. Some people, though,
feel inferior if they have to use a title. They want to use a
first name to indicate that they are on an equal footing
with the person whom they are addressing. They may not
think that an office deserves respect or that respect
should be given to people only when they have earned it.
| do not think you can convince people who refuse to use
a title like, “Father,” that they should use it. We use the
title to indicate that we respect the function he has in the
Church. Even when the priest is much younger, we still
use the title Father. | do not imagine a person means any
disrespect by using a fi rst name rather than a title. It is
such a small matter that neither you nor the priest need
be upset by it.

ST.ROSE OF LIMA
St. Rose of Limawas born April 20, 1586, in Lima, Peru, and died
there August 24, 1617. She was baptized Isabel de Flores; how-
ever, the Indian maid in the house, startled by the extraordinary
beauty of the baby, exclaimed that she looked like arose. The
mother agreed and decided that the child should be called Rose
and she was confirmed with this name when she was 14. While
still achild, Rose undertook fasts and other mortifications. She
wished to enter a cloister, but denied this dueto her age. When
she was 20 she joined the Third Order of St. Dominic. She chose
to wear the habit from then on. Under the veil she wore a crown
of thorns, but over it a crown of roses to please her mother. Rose
lived a secluded life, spending as much time as she could in the
hermitage she had built in the garden as a child. In one room of
the house she set up an infirmary where she cared for destitute
children and infirm elderly people. She had great mystical gifts
and she was widely known and beloved by rich and poor in Lima.
St. Rose’s body is buried under an altar in the crypt of St. Domi-
nic’s Churchin Lima. She was canonized April 12, 1671, by Pope
Clement X and proclaimed patron of Peru, all of America, the In-
dies, the Philippines and also patron saint of florists and garden-
ers. Her feast day is observed on August 23.

GOOD NEWS

Job 38:1,8-11; Psalm 107; 2 Corinthians 5:14-17; Mark
4:35-41

Power means service. How often we hear of
those people who have risen from the ranks. While we
applaud their success, we still raise the question: How
will they use their newly acquired power? Today's
readings clearly show that power must ultimately take
the form of loving involvement.

The author of Job depicts the sea as a helpless
infant in need of divine attention. He next shows the
unruly nature of this creation -- its tendency to reassert
chaotic strength resulting in damage and injury. But
God's power precludes this possibility, evenif Job is
unable to comprehend it. Theimplied question is: If
Job cannot understand God's providence for the sea and
the powers of nature, how will he ever grasp divine
care for humans? For the author of Job, power means
service.

Psalm 107 speaks of avariety of dangers that
confront believers: travel by land, imprisonment, sick-
ness, and travel by sea. In desperation the people cry
out, God intervenes, the people admit indebtedness.
The transformation of the storm into a gentle breeze
dramatizes the Lord's response to people in need.

Mark has a miracle story that contrasts Jesus
restful sleep and the disciples fright, the Master's au-
thoritative word and the disciples' lack of trust. Mark
writes to his own community, which experiences chaos
in the Lord's absence. It'samost asif the Lord is sleep-
ing -- uninvolved. Jesus challenges this lack of faith
and affirms his continuing presence with power.

Who are the holders of power in our day-to-day
experience? Power resides with parents, teachers,
elected officials, Church leaders, and many others. The
measure of genuine power isfound in self-sacrifice.
Parents give all for their children; teachers labor long
hours for their students. The result of all thisisnew life
for both the leader and the follower. Jesus gave hislife

in history's ultimate display of power and service.
