Dear Colleen,

The Catholic Church has a body of laws called The Code
of Canon Law. Many of these laws refer to administrative
details like the responsibilities of bishops, the role of the
pope, and other technical matters. Some laws apply directly
to lay Catholics, however. These became known as the pre-
cepts of the Church.

The revised Catechism of the Catholic Church says these
laws are meant to guarantee a minimum level of “prayer and
moral effort, in the growth in love of God and
neighbor” (2041). Many Catholic educators do not empha-
size these laws because they propose only the minimal
Catholic practice. Much more is expected of us in the prac-
tice of our faith.

The following laws are generally considered to be the pre-
cepts of the Church: Attend Mass on Sundays and holy
days of obligation, confess your sins at least once a year,
receive holy Communion at least during the Easter season,
keep holy the holy days of obligation, observe the pre-
scribed days of fasting and abstinence, provide for the ma-
terial needs of the Church (CCC 2042-3).

Being faithful to these laws may rightly be seen as one
part of our total fidelity to the Lord in the Church.

GOOD NEWS

Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Is 66:10-14c / Gal 6:14-18 / Lk 10:1-12, 17-20 or 10:1-9

In today’'s Gospel, Jesus gives his disciples a lot of instruc-
tions. It reminds me of saying goodbye to myalmost-but-not-
quite-adult children as they set out on their first journey from
home: Don't talk to strangers, be polite to your host, don't
take it too hard when people reject you, do good, avoid evil,
be careful. The return of the disciples reminds me of the
same almost-but-not-quite-adult children returning home,
cocky and cool and boasting about the “awesome” time they
had.

Jesus’ instructions can be put under one heading: It's Not
About You. Folks are kind to you? That's nice, but it's not
about you. Folks reject you? That hurts, but it's not about
you. You're successful and feeling pretty good about it?
Don't get too used to it, because it's not about you. It's
about the message. Spread the Gospel. Heal the sick. Be
witnesses to a loving God.

Saint Paul puts it another way. He writes, “May | never
boast of anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Nothing else matters to Paul. | might be thinking now of min-
isters—pastors, preachers, music ministers, writers of bulle-
tin meditations, and also teachers, catechists, doctors,
therapists, counselors, social workers—all those involved in
service to another human being in their need. All of us get
attached to the result. We get attached to the praise. We
want folks to like us, and so we find ourselves either afraid
to offend or justifying our offensive ways and blaming the
unappreciative ingrates who reject us.

It's not about you—or me. It's about the message. Jesus
shows us the way to God and the way to holy living on this
earth. We can receive what he teaches and try to put it into
practice, or we can reject the teaching and the messenger
too. We messengers—all of us who call ourselves disci-
ples—must remember that no messenger is worthy of the
message. We each must be converted by the message
every day. Only then do we stand a chance of being God’s
good instrument and true messenger.
