Where do non-Biblical stories of the Holy
Family come from?

| have heard priests say things about Jesus' childhood, the
Blessed Virgin, Saint Joseph, or Saint Ann, and none of
thesethings arein the Bible. Do they just make these
things up? Where do these stories come from? Jude W.
Dear Jude,

There were alot of things written around the time of the gos-
pelsthat are not part of the Bible. | suspect that many of the
stories you hear, especially about the people you mention,
come from these sources. In the early days of the Church, peo-
ple were eager to hear as much as they could about Jesus and
his family. Many things about the childhood of Jesus, or the
life of Saint Joseph and our Blessed Mother, were written
down. For example, there are many things about the family of
Mary and about Joseph in awork called the Gospel of James.
Thisis not revelation like the Scriptures, but they were stories
that people remembered and that were written down. Things
that we now call legends about Jesus or Mary were collected in
avariety of written accounts. They have been passed down
through the ages because they often help make an important
point about Christian life. All that we need for salvationis re-
vealed to usin the Scriptures. These tidbits about Jesus, Mary,
or Joseph from these other sources can add color and flavor,
but remember, they are not revealed by God.

ST. MAXIMILIAN KOLBE
St. Maximilian Kolbe was born January 8, 1894, near Lodz, Po-
land, and was executed August 14, 1941, at the Auschwitz con-
centration camp in Poland. He took the name Maxilian upon join-
ing the Franciscan Conventual®in 1907. He studied at the Pon-
tifical Gregorian University in Rome and was ordained a priest in
1918. Returning to Poland, he published “The Knight of Mary
Immaculate,” a popular monthly, and in 1927 founded areligious
center, The City of Mary Immaculate, outside Warsaw. In 1939
he was arrested by the Germans on a charge of anti-nazi activities,
then freed. He wasrearrested in 1941 and sent to Auschwitz,
where he volunteered hislife to save the life of another prisoner,
who had been scheduled for execution. On August 14, 1941,
Maximilian Kolbe was executed with an injection of carbolic acid.
On October 10, 1982, he was canonized by Pope John Paul 11, and
declared a martyr of charity. St. Maximilian Kolbe is the patron
saint of addicts, families, journalists and imprisoned people and
his feast day is observed August 14.

GOOD NEWS

Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Ezekiel 2:2-5; Psalm 123; 2 Corinthians 12:7-10; Mark
6:1-6

We all admire strength. The discovery that even
our role models have weaknesses throws us for aloss.
We value strength so greatly that we cope very poorly
with weakness. Today®readings present three indi-
viduals who experienced significant weakness in the
exercise of their mission. Ironically their achievements
become a basis for hope. In weakness there can be
strength.

Thefirst reading is part of Ezekiel®vocation
scene. In the year 593 B.C. God appeared to this priest
and called him to be a prophet in Babylon, the land of
the Israelites@xile. Ezekiel felt the Lord® power but
was also keenly aware of the hardheartedness of those
around him. Nevertheless he accepted. Ezekiel was of -
ten distraught, but he was also resilient -- weak yet
strong.

Paul says he was given "amessenger of Satan
to torment me," to keep him from getting proud (2 Co-
rinthians 12:7). Paul asks God to remove the affliction,
"but he said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for
power is made perfect in weakness.C5o, | will boast all
the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of
Christ may dwell in me" (2 Corinthians 12:9). This ex-
perience helped Paul recognize the interrel atedness of
weakness and strength. The weaker the person, the
greater the display of God® power.

When Jesus returns to his hometown, the peo-
ple regject him. They sense a glaring discrepancy be-
tween his family tree and his teaching and miracles. Je-
sus reacts with discouragement and astonishment.
Apart from curing afew sick he works no miracles
since the lack of faith istoo distressing. In this syna-
gogue scene Mark is probably foreshadowing the fina
rejection on Good Friday (see Mark 15:11-15). How-
ever, the last word is not defeat, as the empty tomb tes-
tifies.

God is able to use our faults as well as our vir-

tues. Weakness need not be the final word.
