All Confirmation students wrote a report on the Saint that they 
choose as a Confirmation name.  We will publish a few of them. 
 
SAINT JOSEPH 
 
I chose St. Joseph as my patron saint because my Godfather is 
named Joseph and I have Joseph as my middle name.  Also, I 
think St. Joseph is one of the most important saints because God 
chose him to be the earthly father of Jesus.  Not just any man 
could do that job! 
We don’ t know much about St. Joseph, except what we read in 
scripture.  We know he was a carpenter, based on a verse 
(Matthew 13:55) that said about Jesus “ Is this not the carpenter’s 
son.”   We know he was not rich because he sacrificed two turtle-
doves, or pigeons, at the temple in Jerusalem.  Only those who 
could not afford a lamb were allowed to do this.  We know he was 
of royal linage, a descendant of David, the greatest king of Israel 
because it is mentioned in both the Gospel of Luke and the Gospel 
of Matthew. 
Scripture does not tell us where he was born, but it does tell us 
that he lived with Mary and Jesus in Nazareth.  It does not say 
when he died either, nut, since he is not mentioned during Jesus’  
earthly ministry, most people believe that he dies before Jesus did. 
The principal feast day of St. Joseph is March 19.  In 1955, Pope 
Pius XII introduced another feast day.  May 1 of St. Joseph the 
Workman.  On December 8, 1870, Pope Pius IX proclaimed him 
the patron of the Universal Church.  He is the patron saint of emi-
grants, engineers, families, travelers, workers, carpenters, unborn 
children, and many other things. 
Some of the qualities of this saint are his willingness to do what 
God told him to do, his patience, persistence, and hard work.  In 
Matthew 1:19 it says Joseph was a “righteous man” .  I can be 
more like this saint by following his example.  I can read the Bible 
and pray every day to learn what God commands me to do.  I can 
be more patient with my brothers, more persistent in my school-
work, and work harder at obeying my parents. 
I think Joseph is a saint because he was the foster father of GO on 
earth.  He was chosen  to have the responsibility of raising Jesus, 
the Son of God, the forgiver of sins.  Other than Mary, His 
mother, no one knew Jesus better than Joseph.  He deserves our 
reverence and respect for all he did in raising Jesus as his own. 
According to the Bible, everyone who is a Christian is a saint.  
The apostle Paul used the term “hagiosis”  which is a Greek word 
that means “set apart”  or “holy” , to refer to the Christians in his 
letters to his churches.  Paul uses this word over 60 times.  God 
calls all Christians to be a saint and a good Christian because it 
pleases God and makes me useful for His purposes.

GOOD NEWS 

Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Dt 30:10–14 / Col 1:15–20 / Lk 10:25–37  

Are you like the lawyer in today’s Gospel, wondering what 
you need to do to get into heaven? Or are you simply won-
dering what you need to do to get through the week? I’m 
pretty sure Jesus would answer the same to both questions. 
To get into heaven and to get through the week, we’re sup-
posed to love God and love our neighbor. 

The lawyer asks the question we all ask: Who is my 
neighbor? According to Jesus, this isn’t the right question. 
Instead we should ask, “Am I a good neighbor?” To whom? 
To whoever is on my path today. 

But what if I’m busy with important matters of conse-
quence? Even if it’s my elderly parent or my friend or my lit-
eral neighbor who needs me, what about my plans? The Le-
vite and the priest who passed by the robbers’ victim proba-
bly had plans. They may have been on their way to temple, 
or maybe they didn’t want to be rendered unclean by touch-
ing a dead man, or maybe they were just going about their 
important business. 

I must make a little confession. I write early in the morn-
ing—usually beginning about 4:00. Today I had planned a 
long morning of writing and then some time taking care of 
home matters—laundry, those dust bunnies under the bed. 
Later I planned to take my grandchildren to the park. Just as 
I sat down to write this meditation, I received an e-mail from 
an older family member who has the stomach bug making 
its way through the family. She lives alone and, even though 
she wouldn’t ask, she needs ice chips and chicken soup and 
a little attention. She’s the person on my path today. I’ll ad-
just my plans. I can still see the grandchildren. The dust 
bunnies can wait. My confession is I would not have come 
to this conclusion so quickly if I hadn’t been writing about 
this Gospel.  

To get into heaven and to get through the week, we need 
only to love God and be a good neighbor. It’s really not so 
very complicated.
