Dear Padre 
Are seminaries doing their job properly? 
I  have a grandson that started college at Texas A&M. After his 
first year he was influenced by someone to attend a Catholic uni-
versity in the northeast. He wants to become a priest for which 
his family feels blessed. During his Christmas break back home 
(after three months at this university), I  questioned him as to 
why he is going to this university which is very expensive and an 
extreme hardship on his family. He informed me that only a 
FEW Catholic universities teach the true Catholic theology and 
that only a few seminaries do a good job of teaching men to be 
good priests. My question is: are most of the universities and 
seminaries doing a bad job of training priests and teaching true 
Catholic theology?              Ken K. 
Dear Ken, 
Catholic universities do differ in their theology departments. 
Some universities have more resources than others and have a 
wide variety of theology subjects. Others have only the basic 
theology courses. Some Catholic universities are able to offer a 
wide rage of viewpoints on how to approach Catholic theology. 
Others choose to focus on one approach. The thing to remem-
ber is that a university cannot call itself Catholic without the 
approval of the Church. A theologian cannot call himself a 
Catholic theologian without the agreement of the Church. A 
Catholic university that persists in approaching Catholic theol-
ogy in a way the Church finds unacceptable will lose its ability 
to call itself a Catholic university. A Catholic theologian who 
refuses the guidance of the Church will be unable to teach 
Catholic theology. The Church is even more particular about its 
seminaries. Many theologians and seminary professors are in 
regular dialogue with the Congregation for the Doctrine of the 
Faith regarding their teaching. Sometimes theologians must 
demonstrate that their work is in line with Church doctrine. 
Given the oversight the Church insists upon for Catholic uni-
versities and seminaries, they all teach Catholic doctrine. To be 
sure, some do better than others. A Catholic theologian may 
push to the very edge of acceptability and other theologians 
may disagree with him or her. You can be sure, though, that 
the Church keeps the boundaries of truth firmly in mind when 
reviewing a Catholic theologian’s teaching.

GOOD NEWS 
Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Amos 7:12-15; Psalm 85; Ephesians 1:3-14; Mark 6:7-13

              Most people love competition. We relish sports contests, 
beauty pageants, cards, and board games. The winners gain our 
admiration. Rarely would we imagine that the winners owe any 
debt to us; their selection means personal advancement and not 
much more. Today©s Scriptures see selection in a different light, in 
the context of community. The victors are not those who achieve 
for self but those who will achieve for others. Selection means ser-
vice. 
              Amos was chosen around the year 760 B.C. He was a 
shepherd and a dresser (caretaker) of sycamores. God sent this 
man from simple roots to deliver a most unwelcome message to 
the prosperous northern kingdom of Israel: "Fallen, no more to 
rise, is maiden Israel" (Amos 5:2). God selected Amos to speak 
for the poor who were being mistreated by the wealthy minority. 
              The author of Ephesians begins with a hymn praising 
God©s plan of salvation. God chose certain people for the purpose 
of genuine Christian living. Their selection meant they were to 
offer praise, "to the praise of his glorious grace that he freely be-
stowed on us in the Beloved" (Ephesians 1:6). Election also grants 
liberation that empowers the faithful to provide hope for a divided 
world and bring creation out of chaos. 
              Mark sees the teaching and work of the apostles as an 
extension of Jesus© teaching and work. The missionary charge of 
the Twelve focuses on the needs of the community. Disparaging 
provisions for emergencies and rejecting the best accommoda-
tions, the missionary resolutely pursues the proclamation of a 
complete and radical change. Sometimes people reject missionar-
ies. In those cases, missionaries must shake the dust from their 
feet and move on. 
              While baptism makes us members of God©s elite, it also 
commissions us to think and act in terms of service to the commu-
nity. By its very nature, selection means service. 
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ST. VINCENT DE PAUL 
St. Vincent de Paul was born in April, 1518, at Pouy (now called 
Saint Vincent de Paul), France, and died September 27, 1660 at Paris.  
He studied the humanities at Dax and then went to Toulouse for theol-
ogy.  After ordination in 1600 he earned the baccalaureate in theology 
at Toulouse.  Later, he was almoner to Queen Marguerite of Volois, 
pastor of the parish of Clicy, and chaplain to the famly of Philippe 
Emmanuel de Gondi (the brother of one Cardinal and father of an-
other Cardinal). From about 1611 Vincent endured a three or four 
year temptation against faith.  This trial of faith left him resolved to 
devote his life to the service of the poor.  In 1617 he founded the first 
Confraternity of Charity, an association of pious laywomen who 
helped the poor and the sick.  In 1622 Frances de Sales appointed 
Vincent superior of the Visation Convents in Paris.  He founded the 
Congregation of Mission (known as Vincentians and Lazarists) and 
the Daughters of Charity.  In 1626 Vincent initiated the retreats for 
ordinands, a 10 day period of training in moral theology and Holy Or-
ders for those about to be ordained.  Several times Vincent acted as 
mediator in attempting to restore peace to a divided France.  St. Vin-
cent de Paul’s body lies at the motherhouse of the Parisian province of 
the Congregation of the Mission.  He was canonized in 1737 and in 
1885 he was named patron saint of all works of charity.  His feast day 
is observed September 27th.
