Dear Padre
Are there certain times | have to pray?

Is there a strict obligation to pray at certain times dur-

ing the day—before and after meals, for example?

Dear Wayne,

Church law does not command prayers at specific
times of the day or around meals. These times are of-
ten suggested as good times to pray; however, omit-
ting prayers at such times is not sinful.

Many saints, including Saint Alphonsus Liguori,
taught prayer is necessary for salvation. Theologians
suggest particular times when it might be good to pray,
but these suggestions are not laws. Catholics are obli-
gated to attend Mass on Sunday; since we pray at
Mass, an obligation to pray is implied by this law. How-
ever, theologians believe looking at prayer as an obli-
gation tends to lessen the spirit of prayer as an open
and loving response to God’s gifts of love and grace.

Prayer is a way of communicating with God. If we are
serious about our relationship with God, prayer will be
a natural and frequent part of our lives. Prayers may
also be directed through Mary, Mother of God, or the
saints. We may ask them to intercede on our behalf
because of their special relationship with our Lord and
Creator. Again, this is not an obligation. It is, however,

a good practice to help us grow in our spiritual lives.

| think of my life as a balance beam. Most of the time I'm
teetering from one side to the other, just trying to stay on the
beam.

Sometimes | sail along, in balance, even doing a graceful
pirouette or two. Just as often | fall flat, lie there stunned for
a bit, eventually pick myself up, wince at the bruises, and
get back on the doggone beam. That's my life.

Today's Gospel about Martha and Mary, taken with last
Sunday’s Gospel of the good Samaritan, is all about keep-
ing life in balance. Last week we heard that to be a good
neighbor is to allow ourselves to be interrupted by the need
of the person placed in our path. Today, Jesus tells Martha
to stop fussing about serving and join her sister in listening
to Jesus. The good Samaritan needs to take immediate ac-
tion; Martha needs less activity and more contemplation.
Both need to adjust their plans to respond to the invitation of
the moment.

Action on behalf of the needy on our path is different from
that frenetic running in place many of us substitute for ac-
tion. We can exhaust ourselves running in place, but we
don't get anywhere. Griping is a form of running in place. So
are worry, resentment, regret, and procrastination. We
spend a lot of energy on unnecessary tasks and then, when
we are needed, we don’t have what it takes to step in and
help.

We don’t know what happened after Jesus spoke to Mar-
tha. We might imagine she was angry her little sister didn’t
have to help. | have a little sister, and | can identify. Maybe
Jesus was kidding Martha a little bit. Maybe he was sharing
with her a little joke about her tendency to fuss, and maybe
what she did was throw off her apron, give up on the
“perfect meal” she had envisioned, and join her sister. | like
to think that's what I'd do—when my life is in balance.

All Confirmation students wrote a report on the Saint that they
choose their name as a Confirmation name. We want to publish a
few of them.

SAINT ANNE

St. Anneis most commonly known as the mother of the Virgin
Mary. After years of childlessness, Joachim and Anne were visited
by an angel that told them they would be blessed with a child. Anne
promised God that she would raise here daughter to be a servant to
Him. When Mary was about three years old, they took here to live
in the second temple. St. Anneisthe patron St. of Quebec and Brit-
tany, and is the patroness of women in labor and miners.

St. Anne was born on January 2nd, in Jerusalem. The date of her
death is unknown. She was canonized in 1854. Her feast day is
July 20th. Aswell as being the patron on Quebec and Brittany, she
is also the patron of Michigan; equestrians, France, grandparents,
homemakers and housewives, lave makers, lost articles, mothers,
Norwich, Connecticut, old-clothes dealers, poverty, pregnancy,
Santa Ann Pueblo, seamstresses, stablemen, sterility, Taos, New
Mexico, turners, and Marsaskala.

According to the ancient story called the “ Gospel of James’ Ann the
mother of Mary, was born in Bethlehem, where years later, Jesus
would be born. She married Joachim from Nazareth in Galilee. The
couple prospered when they moved to Jerusalem. Joachim, a shep-
herd who owned alarge herd of sheep, was given the task of supply-
ing the temple in Jerusalem with sheep for the sacrifices from his
flocks, which grazed in the hills near by.

According to the legend, the bishop, St. Auspice, buried the body of
St Annin acave under the church of St. Mary in Apt. When bar-
barians invaded that area, the cave filled with debris, almost to be
forgotten until it was dug out by miners 600 years later during the
reign of Charlemagne. The Sailors and miners of the region around
Marseilles were very devoted to St. Ann and their devotion spread
to other parts of Europe and eventually to the New World. The an-
cient shrines of St. Ann in Jerusalem and in Apt, France still exist.
The story of Jesus’ mother and grandmother as written in the Gospel
of James was very popular among early Christians. It had a great
influence on Christian worship, art, and devotion. Around the year
550 a church in honor of St. Ann was built in Jerusalem near the
temple area on the site where Ann, Joachim and their daughter Mary
were believed to have lived. In the 6th century the churchesin the
East celebrated two feast honoring Mary based on the story:
Mary’s birth and her presentation in the Temple. Since the 7th cen-
tury the Greek and Russian Churches have celebrated feastsin
honor of St. Joachim and Ann, the conception of St. Ann, and the
feast of St. Ann. The western churches have celebrated the feast of
St. Ann since the 16th century.
