What is Apocrypha? 
I  have a really great Christian friend but we just keep on ar-
guing in regard to the differences in our faith rather than 
the similarities. I  was asking him as to how he studies the 
Scripture since he’s very well versed in it (maybe now that I  
think about it I  shouldn’ t have asked him in the 
first place), and now he tells me to stay away from the 
Catholic Bible (knowing that I  am a Catholic Christian) be-
cause it’ s going to mess me up because of the Apocrypha. 
He recommends that I  get a New King James version or a 
Life Application Bible instead. What is the Apocrypha any-
way? I  feel offended.    Sincerely, Claribelle 
Dear Claribelle, 
There is no need to feel offended. Your friend may indeed study 
the Bible and I encourage you to do so, also. Perhaps you and 
your friend could both benefit from a little history about the Bi-
ble, particularly the New Testament. The official list of the 
books of the Bible is called the canon of Scripture. The Apocry-
pha are the parts of the Bible that many Protestant Christians 
believe were not inspired by God. The letter of Saint James in 
the New Testament is one example of what Protestants call the 
Apocrypha. The translations of the Bible that follow the Protes-
tant canon often include the Apocrypha in a separate place. 
Catholics accept the book of James and the other elements of the 
Apocrypha as inspired Scripture, and the Catholic canon includes 
them with the other books of the Bible. A Bible with the Catholic 
canon of Scripture will not confuse you. If you are new to read-
ing the Bible, you can get one of the many study Bibles, such as 
the New American Bible, Study Edition. These Bibles have foot-
notes that can help with understanding and meaning. If you want 
to get to know the Bible and its teaching, join a Bible study 
group in your parish. Check with your local priest about what is 
available.

GOOD NEWS 
Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Jeremiah 23:1-6; Psalm 23; Ephesians 2:13-18; Mark 6:30-34

              If I see myself as the central focus of the world and if 
everything©s worth is measured only according to my personal 
gain, then my vision is poor. If we fall into this kind of selfish atti-
tude then others are not people but things intended to satisfy needs 
or pleasures.  
               Today©s readings tell us that self cannot be the exclusive 
condition for relationships. The shepherd is the model showing us 
that personal growth comes from communal concern. 
              In the ancient Near East the titles "king" and "shepherd" 
were nearly synonymous. The image of shepherd captured the 
ideal relationship between a head of state and his subjects. The 
style was one of providing and caring for others. The kings of Is-
rael and Judah generally did not measure up to this lofty ideal. 
Jeremiah illustrates Yahweh as a shepherd/king. The Lord brings 
home the exiles and appoints worthy shepherds. He will raise up a 
Davidic king who will "execute justice and righteousness in the 
land" (Jeremiah 23:5). 
              The psalmist uses action verbs to define pastoral concern: 
giving repose, leads, refreshment, and guidance. Pastures and wa-
ters evoke a God who is provider and sustainer. The shepherd©s 
rod defends, and his staff guides. The sheep are without fear. 
              The gospel passage is Mark©s prelude to the feeding of 
the five thousand (Mark 6:34-44). Jesus sees that the crowds need 
rest. Mark links Jesus© compassion to Yahweh©s care of the Israel-
ites during their desert wandering. For Mark it is clear that Jesus, 
having perceived the need, immediately prepares to respond by 
teaching and subsequently multiplying the loaves and the fish. The 
needs of the others must have struck a chord in Jesus, and such 
needs must do the same for us. Each of us is called to provide pas-
tures and waters for one another. 
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Heat, Heat, Heat

ST. FRANCIS BORGIA 
St. Francis Borgia was born October 28, 1510, at Gandia, Spain 
and died September 30, 1572, at Rome. Francis was the third son 
of Juan Borgia and Joanna of Aragon.  His mother died when he 
was 10 and he was sent  to Zaragoza, where his uncle Juan was 
archbishop.  In 1528 Francis was in the service of the Emperor at 
the Court of Spain.  In 1529 he married Leonor de Castro and they 
had 8 sons.  After the death of his father he claimed his inheritance 
and his rights as successor in the dukedom.  In 1546 he built a uni-
versity for the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) at Gandia and that 
same year , after the death of his wife, he took his first vows in the 
Society and made his solemn profession on Feb. 1, 1548.  Follow-
ing his ordination on May 23, 1551, he preached and taught cate-
chism to children throughout Guipuzcoa and practiced severe pov-
erty until stopped by his superiors.  In 1554 Francis became Com-
missary General of the Jesuits in Spain.  In 1561 he was called to 
Rome by Pope Pius IV.  Three years later he was appointed Assis-
tant General of the Society for Spain and Portugal.  During his 7 
years in this office he started new missions in the Amercias, 
strengthened the organization of those already existing, furthered 
the training of priests at the German College in Rome for lands 
lost to Protestantism, established new colleges in France and 
erected  the province of Poland.  He is noted for his interior mysti-
cal life.  St. Francis Borgia was canonized on April 12, 1671, by 
Pope Clement X and his feast day is observed October 10.
