Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Gn 18:20–32 / Col 2:12–14 / Lk 11:1–13 

Today’s Gospel gives us much to think about. Take the im-
age of Jesus at prayer, for example. Even Jesus prays. 

The disciples ask Jesus to teach them to pray. He gives 
them—and us—the prayer we know as the Lord’s Prayer or 
the Our Father. The text of this prayer is a bit different in 
Luke’s Gospel from the one we learned from the Gospel of 
Matthew. 

Another story compares prayer to knocking on the door of 
a friend who refuses to help until he is so annoyed he’ll do 
anything for a little peace and quiet. Finally, we are told that 
if we ask we will receive, and God will treat us better than 
we treat our own children. 

Immediately we want to ask, “But what about all those 
times when God doesn’t answer our prayers?” What about 
when we pray over a sick child or hold the hand of a person 
in pain or when we lose our job or our home or watch our 
own life slipping away? We pray desperately, but there is 
still loss and suffering and the death of the innocent. What 
about that, Jesus? 

All this in one Gospel passage. I’m going to choose two 
words to think about today, two words contained in the Our 
Father: “Give us each day our daily bread….” (We pray this 
day.) We pray for what we need each day. We don’t antici-
pate the need, the work, the problems, the pain of tomorrow. 
We pray for the strength for today (or sometimes, for the 
moment). 

God provides strength to do the work or bear the pain of 
today. I don’t have the strength for tomorrow—that strength 
will be available tomorrow. I don’t have the strength to do 
what I put off yesterday—that strength was available yester-
day. (This, by the way, is the best argument against pro-
crastination.) For the task before me today, God’s strength 
is available for the asking.

What does the phrase “eternal truths” mean?

Dear Patrice, 
The “eternal truths” are part of the doctrine of escha-

tology, or the study of the Last Things. Eschatology is 
the branch of theology concerned with the end of the 
world and the final destination of a soul after death. 
Death, judgment, heaven, and hell are the four “eternal 
truths” sometimes referred to as the four Last Things.  

The Catholic Church believes in and teaches the 
doctrines of heaven, hell, and purgatory. Heaven is de-
scribed as the happiness of the just, who will one day 
be with Christ. Hell, by contrast, is the eternal punish-
ment of the unrepentant sinner, forever deprived of the 
sight of God. Purgatory is the possibility of purification 
for repentant sinners before they see God. This purifi-
cation is very different from the punishment of the un-
repentant sinner in hell. 

Many people have attempted to describe what hap-
pens after we die. Descriptions range from stories of 
the pearly gates and gold-paved streets of heaven to 
images of the fiery pain and torment of hell. No one 
knows exactly what will happen, however. God said 
only that evil will be punished and good will be re-
warded. The best idea is to live your life by the laws of 
charity, as Jesus taught us to do.
