GOOD NEWS 
Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
2 Kings 4:42-44; Psalm 145; Ephesians 4:1-6; John 6:1-15

              Signs are all around us. There are signs of affection from 
loved ones, tokens of appreciation from the grateful, pats on the 
back from well-wishers. We all too easily become immune to 
signs, failing to recognize their deeper meaning. 
              This weekend©s sacred Scriptures teach us that signs are 
personal demonstrations of God©s concern. Signs, by their very 
nature, evoke awe, gratitude, and praise. Signs are actually a re-
flection of God©s involvement in our living. 
              Elisha was a great prophetic figure of the ninth century B.
C., a successor of the mighty Elijah (see 2 Kings 2:1-18). While 
Elijah was a solitary figure, Elisha was a colorful leader with a 
dynamic personality. Elisha had twenty barley loaves and a group 
of a hundred to feed. In spite of the disproportion between supply 
and demand, there was food remaining. The leftovers demonstrate 
Elijah©s concern and the fidelity of the Lord©s word. 
              Psalm 145 invites all of creation to extol the Lord for his 
ongoing concern. This call to praise presupposes that God©s ac-
tions are individual exhibitions of profound love. The passage fo-
cuses on God©s open hand, a gesture that satisfies the desires of all 
living things. The Lord is near to all; Yahweh is an involved Crea-
tor/God. 
               Like Moses on Mount Sinai, Jesus is on the mountain. 
Like Moses, who is concerned about the availability of food, Jesus 
must entertain Philip©s observation about insufficient funds to buy 
food for so many. Yet the multitude fails to see Jesus as the sign 
of God©s presence. Instead, they see only the miracle and want to 
make him king.  
              Who are the people we take for granted and hence who 
are our possible "sign" people? Our loved ones, our friends, our 
public officials, and many others reveal the presence of a con-
cerned God. 
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Dear Padre 
Is it OK to receive the Eucharist more than 
once in a day? 
A discussion came up with some of the ladies in my parish 
regarding receiving holy Communion. For several years 
now we have been allowed to receive Communion more 
than once a day; such as at daily Mass and again if you 
happened to attend a funeral or a morning Mass and then 
again if you attended an evening Mass. Their pastor told 
some of them that while it is allowed, they do not encour-
age it because some fanatics might abuse it. I  cannot ac-
cept this explanation because I  feel fanatics will do what 
they want anyway and why should someone be denied re-
ceiving the holy Eucharist because they were not aware 
they could receive more than once a day. Sheila F. 
Dear Sheila, 
Catholics may receive holy Communion more than once in the 
same day, for a just cause. When the Church leaders were con-
sidering a change in this discipline, they were concerned that it 
could be abused. They addressed the problem by providing 
guidelines for receiving holy Communion more than once a 
day. The Church allows Communion more than once on the 
same day when the person attends distinctly different 
celebrations for different reasons. For example, a person might 
attend morning Mass on Sunday in their parish Church, and 
later in the day attend a first Communion or confirmation cele-
bration at the parish of a relative or friend. The person is able 
to receive Communion at both celebrations. On the other hand, 
a person who has the pious practice of attending every Mass 
offered in the parish would receive holy Communion at only 
one of them. There might be a 6:00 AM Mass, one at noon, and 
one at 5:00 PM during the week. That individual can receive 
Communion at only one of the Masses. The same is true of a 
person who has the practice of attending each of the Masses in 
a parish on Sunday.          Father Joseph Nolen, C.Ss.R. ST. FRANCIS BORGIA 

St. Francis Borgia was born October 28, 1510, at Gandia, Spain 
and died September 30, 1572, at Rome. Francis was the third son 
of Juan Borgia and Joanna of Aragon.  His mother died when he 
was 10 and he was sent  to Zaragoza, where his uncle Juan was 
archbishop.  In 1528 Francis was in the service of the Emperor at 
the Court of Spain.  In 1529 he married Leonor de Castro and they 
had 8 sons.  After the death of his father he claimed his inheritance 
and his rights as successor in the dukedom.  In 1546 he built a uni-
versity for the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) at Gandia and that 
same year , after the death of his wife, he took his first vows in the 
Society and made his solemn profession on Feb. 1, 1548.  Follow-
ing his ordination on May 23, 1551, he preached and taught cate-
chism to children throughout Guipuzcoa and practiced severe pov-
erty until stopped by his superiors.  In 1554 Francis became Com-
missary General of the Jesuits in Spain.  In 1561 he was called to 
Rome by Pope Pius IV.  Three years later he was appointed Assis-
tant General of the Society for Spain and Portugal.  During his 7 
years in this office he started new missions in the Amercias, 
strengthened the organization of those already existing, furthered 
the training of priests at the German College in Rome for lands 
lost to Protestantism, established new colleges in France and 
erected  the province of Poland.  He is noted for his interior mysti-
cal life.  St. Francis Borgia was canonized on April 12, 1671, by 
Pope Clement X and his feast day is observed October 10.
