GOOD NEWS 

Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Eccl 1:2; 2:21–23 / Col 3:1–5, 9–11 / Lk 12:13–21 

If you have a computer and use Google, type “eternal life.” 
In the sidebar, you’ll find this ad for the eBay shopping site: 
“Looking for Eternal Life? Find exactly what you want today. 
www.eBay.com.” 

The Gospels for today and next week are both about the 
role of material goods in the life of a believer. Today we 
read how sad it is for those who store up treasure for them-
selves but are not rich in what matters to God. Next week 
we hear the succinct and sobering statement, “Where your 
treasure is, there your heart will be also.” 

We Americans are choking on stuff. The quality of the stuff 
varies from neighborhood to neighborhood, but it is just too 
much and too easily gotten. The “desire to acquire” is a 
good thing. It’s feathering the nest, putting by for winter. But 
instead of acquiring by even moderate labor, we drive to the 
mall or page through a catalog or go online. I know a man 
with fifty sweaters. I know a woman with thirty patio dresses. 
A friend found two copies of the same book on her shelves. 
The title: Living the Simple Life: A Guide to Scaling Down 
and Enjoying More. Amazon.com lists 44,221 books dealing 
with the issue of “clutter.” 

The desire to acquire can be channeled into the devalued, 
but equally powerful, desire to “take care.” Taking care 
takes time—time we have when we have less stuff and do 
less alienating work to earn money to buy too much stuff. 
Taking care might include growing one’s own food, making 
a pie, painting a wall, folding a sheet, recycling, reading to a 
grandchild, listening to a friend, writing a letter, visiting the 
sick. 

Taking care cures blind consumerism because vision is re-
quired to take care—noticing, attending, abiding. When we 
see clearly, we appreciate the ready abundance of this life: 
the taste of a ripe tomato, the joy of a peaceful room and a 
good book, the contentment of sitting on the porch and 
watching an approaching storm.

My grandson died when he was only two months old. 
They called it a “crib death.” Our family is struggling to 
understand this loss. Can you help us?

Dear Mary Ann, 

My niece Jill died when she was only five months old. 
Our shock at her death was accompanied by denial, 
anger, even guilt as we asked, “What did we do 
wrong?” We also experienced depression and despair 
as we coped with Jill’s death. 

Some people tried to be sympathetic but could not 
give the help we needed. My sister made a list of 
things not to do or say when someone loses a child 
because they hurt more than help. Her list said, “Do 
not be afraid to talk about Jill; she is still our daughter 
and we love her very much. Do not act as if Jill never 
existed or tell me I can have more children; Jill will not 
be replaced by more children. Do not ask me if I’m 
over her death; I never will be.” 

Some people did help us tremendously. They were 
present at Jill’s funeral and long afterward. They lis-
tened to us, cried with us, and shared our grief. They 
encouraged us to share our thoughts and memories of 
Jill. They embraced us and allowed us to feel the 
warmth of their compassion. They prayed with us and 
assured us of God’s love. When my other nieces and 
nephews grew up, these friends talked to them about 
their sister in heaven with Jesus.  

They also recommended we contact the SIDS Alliance to 
learn more about Sudden Infant Death Syndrome and find 
the caring support we needed. I encourage you to do the 
same.
