GOOD NEWS 
Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
1 Kings 19:4-8; Psalm 34; Ephesians 4:30--5:2; John 
6:41-51

            Origins and roots are important. People get to 
know us by our backgrounds. Our names, physical ap-
pearances, and family histories tell about who we are. 
The readings today focus on origins. They suggest that 
roots condition our ways of thinking and acting. 
            In the ninth century B.C. the Israelite prophet 
Elijah defeated Queen Jezebel©s pagan prophets on 
Mount Carmel. She was determined therefore to get rid 
of Elijah. He fled to his roots at Mount Horeb or Sinai. 
The destination was no accident. At Horeb the people 
of Israel discovered their destiny as God©s people. 
Elijah entered into the experience of his ancestors and 
thus gained strength to speak out on behalf of God. 
            The author of Ephesians offers a Christian way 
of life based on God©s action in Jesus. In this outlook, 
an injury to one©s neighbor is an injury to the Holy 
Spirit dwelling in the neighbor. In making his recom-
mendations for forgiveness and compassion, the author 
urges Christians to reassess their roots. Since the Chris-
tian identifies with God, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit, the 
Christian must act in a way that reveals such a grandi-
ose pedigree. 
            Bread continues to be a symbol of the person 
and work of Jesus in today©s gospel. As bread sustains 
life, Jesus will sustain all who approach him in faith. 
Jesus seems to possess merely human credentials as Jo-
seph©s son, but Jesus is actually the manifestation of 
God. To acknowledge Jesus as the living bread is the 
ultimate expression of God©s love in Christ©s death and 
glorification. 
            We reach out to the homeless because we see 
God©s image in all people. We reject violence as a set-
tlement for conflict because we accept the gospel of the 
Prince of Peace. We uphold our neighbor©s reputation 
because that person is a brother or sister in Christ. We 
do all of these Christian works because we have our 
roots in the divine origin of Creator, Redeemer, and 
Sanctifier.

ST. ISIDORE THE FARMER 
St. Isidore the Farmer was born in 1070 in Madrid, Spain and died 
May 15, 1130, in Madrid  He was born to a very poor, but very 
pious parents.  As soon as he was old enough to work, Isidore was 
employed as a farm laborer by John de Vergas, a wealthy resident 
of Madrid, and he remained in that employment all his life.  He 
married a young woman who, also, was from a poor family.  After 
the birth of one child, a son who died young, they agreed to serve 
God in perfect continence.  Isidore would rise early and go to 
Mass.  His fellow workmen complained that Isidore’s daily atten-
dance at Mass caused him to be late in starting work.  As a result, 
de Vergas hid himself to watch.  Isidore was late and, as de Ver-
gas started  toward Isidore to upbraid him, de Vergas saw a second 
team of snow-white oxen led by unknown figures plowing beside 
Isidore’s team.  After doing all the plowing necessary to make up 
for Isidore’s tardiness the strange team disappeared.   Other people 
reported seeing angels assisting Isidore with his work.  Isidore of-
ten shared his food with the poor, keeping only the left-over scraps 
for himself.  Isidore, who loved animals, was carrying a sack of 
corn to be ground, he saw a flock of birds unable to find any food.  
Isidore poured half the corn on the ground for the birds but, when 
he arrived at his destination, the sack was full and when ground it 
produced twice the normal amount of meal.  St. Isidore was can-
onized in 1622.  His wife also became a saint.  St. Isidore is the 
patron saint of farmers, rural communities, Madrid, as well as pa-
tron of the United States National Rural Life Conference.  His 
feast day is observed in the United States on October 25.
