Today the Gospel is about dissension within a family over re-
ligious matters. Many of us know this pain. | offer a few dos and
don’ts from my pamphlet Someone | Know Has Rejected the
Church (Liguori, © 2006) for living day to day with those who do
not share your faith.

Don't...

« turn every family meal into a battleground. Argument is not
an aid to digestion, and these discussions seldom convince
anyone to change his or her mind. Conversation at a family
meal should concentrate on the common ground.

« force on others those pamphlets, articles, or books you think
it would be good for them to read.

» worry too much about what other people think. If asked a
guestion about your loved ones’ actions, such as why they
don’t come to church or why they don’t receive holy Commun-
ion, it is fair to respond politely, “That’s a question better asked
of them.”

» evangelize the children of those who have rejected the
Church, and especially don't arrange for the baptism of their
children without their permission.

Do...

* say grace at family meals and continue your other usual reli-
gious practices.

« talk about your parish and religious activities because it is
part of your life.

» extend friendly, non-threatening invitations to worship with
you at your church when the occasion permits.

* be a faithful, loving disciple of Jesus, admitting your faults
and rejoicing in the Gospel. The actions of a faithful, loving
Christian speak louder than words and are, in the end, the best
witness to the Gospel.

If you love someone who has rejected the Church, God bless
you. If you worry about someone who does not know Jesus,
God bless you. By allowing yourself to feel pain, worry, even
anger on behalf of someone you care about, you are opening
yourself to love that sacrifices for the other.

That being said, let God be God. God is in charge. Jesus did
die and rise again. He sent the Holy Spirit to inspire and
strengthen each of us. The world is saved. And as much as you
love someone—even your own precious child—God loves him
or her more.
