Where does the Church stand on living wills?
With all the talk about “ living wills’ lately, would you
please explain in detail the Catholic Church’s stand on
this subject? At what point isa living will considered as-
sisted suicide, murder, or mercy killing? Joseph

Dear Joseph,

The Catholic Church has a clear teaching on the value of hu-
man life. We can summarize it by saying that every human life,
without exception, is sacred from the moment of conception to
the moment of natural death. Based on the teaching of the
sacredness of human life, the Church does not demand that
terminally ill people, or their families, insist on every possible
treatment. A person may refuse a treatment that simply pro-
longs the process of death without offering a reasonable
possibility for improvement. A person may also refuse extraor-
dinary or experimental medical treatments. Each individual
with a properly formed conscience can decide what medical
treatments he or she will accept. In order to insure that their
wishes are respected, they may place them in awritten docu-
ment. Many dioceses offer guidelines for preparing aliving
will or adurable power of attorney for healthcare.

Assisted suicide, also called mercy killing, ismurder and is
prohibited by Church teaching. Thisis an act that directly re-
sultsin the death of a person to whom ordinary, life-saving
treatment is available. Individuals who are uncertain about
their situation should seek assistance from their parish or dio-
cese.

Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Proverbs 9:1-6; Psalm 34; Ephesians 5:15-20; John
6:51-58

The wealthy of thisworld are not necessarily
those with the greatest wisdom. Individuals who have
earned great wealth as aresult of successin work or
their profession appear to live lifeto itsfullest. There
are aso those who have much less in terms of material
resources and yet they are recognized as filled with
wisdom about life. Today's readings teach that the truly
wise know how to live, and knowing how to liveis
genuine wealth.

Israel's exile demonstrated that purely human
wisdom is not enough. Wisdom isthe delicate art of
steering a path through life. Lady Wisdom isintro-
duced as the trustworthy guide. Life means more than
success and the passage of time. Life connotes a sense
of community with God so that living becomes cele-
bration. The truly wise know how to live.

The author of Ephesians adopts the language of
wisdom. Thosein his audience are not to conduct
themselves like fool s but like thoughtful people. They
are not to persist in ignorance but to discern God's will.
Evenintimesthat are evil, we have opportunities for
faith. Wisdom becomes the guide to daily living: In-
stead of being filled with wine, Ephesians tells usto be
filled with the Spirit, to address one another in a spiri-
tual way, and to give praise to God!

In today's gospel John moves from bread as a
symbol of Jesus' identity to bread as sacrament. The fo-
cus is now on eating Jesus flesh and drinking his
blood. Both flesh and blood are mentioned to empha-
size that the entire Jesus livesin this celebration.

To sharein the Eucharist isto sharein thelife
of the Trinity. The wise who accept Jesus as the living

bread will share in the life that Jesus derives from God.
