What is the difference between Bishops?
Recently our Catholic newspaper had an article
about a coadjutor bishop being appointed to a dio-
cese. | know we have auxiliary bishops and that
some bishops are called ordinary. What is the dif-
ference between all of these bishops? L.T.
Dear L.T.,

All bishops in the Church are ordained in the same way.
Bishops are the only people who can ordain other people
in the Church. Bishops also have authority regarding
Church matters. A bishop who is the ordinary of a dio-
cese is the head of that diocese. He has the authority to
guide and direct matters in the diocese. Like all other
bishops, he has the responsibility to teach in the name of
the Church and to preach. A bishop who is an auxiliary is
a bishop who is assigned to help the ordinary of the dio-

cese. His responsibilities are given to him by the ordinary.

In most circumstances, he will help in the administration
of the diocese and celebrate the sacraments within the
diocese. A coadjutor bishop is a bishop who is assigned
to aid the ordinary of the diocese, and he usually has the
right to succeed the ordinary once he retires or should he
die in office. Coadjutor bishops are sometimes given au-
thority normally reserved to the ordinary in some circum-
stances. The difference in these bishops is in the tasks
they perform and the authority they have within a dio-
cese. As bishops though, they have all received the
same ordination.

Loyalty is demanding. Husbands and wives test
their vows of loyalty in moments of tension; the best of
friends are tempted to gossip in moments of envy;
members of the parish are committed to unity yet fall
into division over issues of minor importance. Today®
readings show that loyalty is avirtue that cannot be
taken for granted.

The final chapter of Joshuais the hero®fare-
well speech to his people -- a speech that describes
covenant-making. Settled in the Promised Land, the
tribes of Israel must now decide to whom they will
pledge their loyalty. To reawaken the audience®sense
of loyalty, the author has Joshua recount Y ahweh®
wholehearted concern for Israel during the Exodus, the
journey in the desert, and the conquest. Y ahweh isthe
only choice; to be Israglite isto be faithful.

The author of Ephesians addresses the duties of
a Christian household by listing each member@obliga-
tions. Loyalty is the underlying quality that motivates
love. Thisvirtue is a power to support the other with
one®whole heart. Thisis acovenant relationship re-
quiring total self-giving.

The author of John records the mixed reactions
of Jesus@udience to the Bread of Life discourse. Many
refuse to take Jesus seriously. Because they are unwill-
ing to believe that he is the bread come down from
heaven, they revoke their loyalty. The second reaction
isthat of the Twelve. Peter calls Jesus both Lord and
God®holy one. This answer in faith is the apostles@e-
sponse to Jesus@oignant question: "Do you want to

leave me too?"
