Dear Padre

Are there any married saint?

| am a convert to the Catholic Church and want to
know if any of the saints were married. Mindy D.

Dear Mindy,

Pope John Paul Il was concerned that not many mar-
ried people have been canonized—officially recog-
nized as saints. The early Church considered all mar-
tyrs to be saints; they gave their lives for Christ. To-
ward the end of the persecutions, this veneration was
extended to those who led exemplary Christian lives.
The list grew so rapidly that an official process for can-
onization was developed to control it.

The popes eventually gave the task of preparing
causes for papal review to the Congregation for the
Causes of Saints. A cause follows a series of proce-
dural reviews prior to beatification and canonization.
The process assures the validity of sainthood but can
be long and difficult.

The Vatican usually examines the lives of nuns,
priests, and members of religious orders when review-
ing causes for sainthood because these groups have
the time and staff topromote the causes. Married peo-
ple and lay people in general do not promote many
causes for sainthood.

Several married persons have been canonized, how-
ever. Saint Elizabeth of Hungary, Saint Elizabeth Ann
Seton, and Saint Thomas More were married. Occa-
sionally, the Church even recognizes married couples
as saints. These include Mary's parents, Saints
Joachim and Anne, and Saints Isidore and Maria.

GOOD NEWS

Twenty-Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
Sir 3:17-18, 20, 28-29 / Heb 12:18-19, 22-24a/ Lk 14:1, 7-14

This is a true story.

A young mother’s driver’s license is about to expire. She
goes to the license office, toddler and infant in tow, and dis-
covers she needs a birth certificate. She was born in an-
other state.

She goes home, greets her husband who works the morn-
ing shift caring for mentally disabled men in a group home,
and gets ready for her evening shift in fast food.

They don’t have long-distance service, so the next day she
buys a 30-minute telephone card and calls the Department
of Vital Records. After 15 minutes on hold, she is told she
needs a credit card in her own name to order a certificate by
phone. To send for the certificate through the mail, she must
download a form—she has a friend with Internet access—
and submit a cashier’'s check; a self-addressed, stamped
envelope; a notarized application; and a copy of her driver’s
license.

The next day is Friday, and the baby has a cold. On Mon-
day she gets to the bank, buys a cashier's check, finds a
notary, finds someone to copy her driver's license, and
mails it all from the post office.

Three weeks later, her materials are returned in the mail
with no certificate. Her driver’s license has expired and is no
longer valid identification.

She buys another phone card, calls Vital Records again,
and is told that her husband can request her birth certificate,
but the notarized form, cashier’s check, and self-addressed
envelope must be in his name. He gets home at 3:00 and
must make the rounds before the bank and post office
close—with two babies. It takes three days.

When she finally receives her birth certificate, she will
have to retake the driver's test. Meanwhile, this young
woman is driving to work without a current license. None of
these details will matter if she is caught and fined and/or ar-
rested.

This is a true story. This is the life of the working poor. On
Labor Day, perhaps we can pray for change that will make
their lives easier.
