Dear Padre

Does a baptized Christian have the same RCIA pro-
cedure?

If an RCIA candidate has already been baptized
and fairly well catechized, can they be welcomed
into the Church prior to the Easter Vigil? Also,
does someone at that level need to undergo all
three stages of initiation? Thank you. Peg C.

Dear Peg,

The Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults is not a single
ritual, but is a formation program. That means it has ele-
ments of teaching and practice blended together, along
with reflection on your progress and prayer. RCIA has
catechesis, which means teaching about the Church.
This catechesis explains the dogmas of the Church and
why they are required for belief. The process also in-
cludes practicing being a Catholic. Candidates attend
Mass, sometimes attend meetings of pious parish organi-
zations, and learn how to participate in the sacramental
life of the Church. They are generally introduced into the
various ministries that lay people do in the Church, with a
view toward helping them choose one in which to partici-
pate. Candidates reflect on their journey into Catholicism
with their sponsors, catechists, and priests. Anyone can
join an organization and do the things the members of
that organization do. Joining the Church, however,
means accepting not only beliefs and practices, but al-
lowing those beliefs and practices to be the central fea-
ture of your life. Parishes can receive baptized Christians
into full communion throughout the year. Often, though,
they ask those individuals to participate in the journey
into Catholicism to give them the time to reflect on their
decision. If you have mastered the catechesis, you can
concentrate on practice and prayer. The catechetical ses-
sion can be an opportunity to share your reflection on
how Catholicism influences your life.

GOOD NEWS

Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time

Isaiah 35:4-7; Psam 146; James 2:1-5; Mark 7:31-37

Modern media often tend to saturate our society
with images of tragedy, thus reducing our ability to feel
compassion. Pity is sometimes the most that we can
muster. Today's readings invite two other reactions -- a
genuine emotional outburst like Jesus' groaning in the
gospel, and a genuine effort to move from pity to com-
passion. Both reactions call for the strength that turns
feeling into action!

Today's reading from Isaiah articulates hope
and intervention to the discouraged and bewildered.
The author uses Exodus imagery: God's people will go
home, and they will experience the miracles of the de-
sert. The all-powerful God of Isragl responds to the
needs of the people. God singles out four groups -- the
blind, the deaf, the lame, and those who cannot speak.

The author who wrote the Epistle of Jamesis
well acquainted with the human tendency to prefer the
wealthy and neglect the poor. He begins his challenge
to this tendency by speaking of their faith "in our glori-
ous Lord Jesus Christ." Basically thisis a summary of
the Christian creed. Pregjudice in favor of the wealthy is
argjection of that Christian belief. The Christian faith
focuses on the poor rather than the rich because the
poor are objects of God's el ection and heirs of the king-
dom.

For Mark, Jesus as Son of God must reach out
to the marginalized -- the poor, women, tax collectors,
and lepers. Jesus cures the man whose hearing and
speech are impaired. The reaction of the crowd is
amazed over what Jesus has done. Jesus' moaning sug-
gests his compassion for the great suffering of this indi-
vidual. This episode aso shows the Church's universa

mission to all the nations.
