GOOD NEWS 
Twenty-fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Isaiah 50:5-9; Psalm 116; James 2:14-18; Mark 8:27-
35

            The modern believer has many opportunities 
for Christian discipleship. For example, husbands and 
wives must share mutual concerns. Parents are con-
stantly challenged to embrace the problems of their 
children. Citizens and parishioners must involve them-
selves in the community, both civic and church. All of 
these arenas provide a gospel-like barometer of our 
search for personal identity. The real me emerges to the 
extent that I am involved in the world of concerns. To 
find oneself is to lose oneself. 
            The speaker in today's Isaiah passage is de-
scribed as a disciple open to God's word as the Babylo-
nian exile comes to an end. Unlike his audience, this 
person trusts in Yahweh. His loyalty to God brings re-
jection and humiliation. Yet he gives all of himself in 
order to identify with God's suffering people. 
            The author of James contrasts living faith and 
dead faith. He believes that everyday life is the arena 
for living faith. The acceptance of divine revelation re-
quires an openness to God's world of concerns. To sim-
ply wish our brothers or sisters good luck without ad-
dressing their real needs is lifeless faith. Faith is the ba-
sis of good works; they are not two distinct expres-
sions. 
            The gospel passage today endorses again 
Mark's consistent message -- that Jesus is the Messiah. 
At the same time, this reading prepares us for Jesus' 
passion and death by showing us that Jesus is a suffer-
ing Messiah. Peter cannot accept this qualification of 
suffering as the road to glory. Thus Peter becomes a 
prosecuting attorney (a "Satan" or devil's advocate). 
Mark uses Peter's confusion to teach about Christian 
discipleship. To be a disciple means to deny oneself 
and take up the cross. In order to save one's life it is 
necessary to lose that life.

Dear Padre 
Is my friendship with a widower appropriate? 
I have a male friend that I’m talking to. We go out riding 
around, share a laugh or two, even drinks, but it hasn’t 
gone past a small kiss. I really like him and I know he 
likes me. The problem is his wife just passed away 
around five months ago, and we were good friends. I saw 
her through her sick day up until she passed away. I 
guess her death just brought us closer. He says he wants 
to wait at least a year before he makes a commitment to 
anyone and I respect that. I am willing to wait for him. Is it 
wrong for us to be seeing each other like this? Everyone 
seems to have a problem with it. I’m a 52-year-old woman 
and he’s 54. I think we are old enough to know what we 
want. Is it wrong?  Confused 
Dear Confused, 
At one time the custom was to wait a year after a person’s 
death not only to make a commitment to another, but also to 
be socially active again. I think, at least, that was true for 
women. Your friends may have a value such as that and think 
being out together is unseemly. There is nothing wrong with 
the relationship you describe five months after his wife’s pass-
ing. You both seem to have clear boundaries on proper be-
havior. From time to time, you may want to invite another cou-
ple to share drinks with the two of you, if both of you also en-
joy their company. You are indeed old enough to know what 
you want and the proper way to get what you want. You can 
explain things to people who complain, if you wish, but you 
are under no obligation to do so. For today’s society, five 
months is a suitable mourning period. Waiting a full year or 
more for another commitment is a wise choice. It shows that 
the relationship is not just a matter of being caught up in emo-
tion. I wish you well. Be kind to your friends, but don’t let them 
dissuade you from something you have carefully considered.
