Dear Padre

Why does Mary stand on black wings?

I've seen images of the Virgin Mary standing on black
wings rather than on the more-familiar serpent. My

Bible class is arguing over what the wings represent.

Can you help us? Ken J.

Dear Ken,

The black wings portray the devil. This negative image
represents the idea of evil. In Genesis 3:1, Eve was
tempted by a serpent. The story doesn’t call the serpent
the devil, but an association is often made between the
two. The devil is the tempter, and the serpent tempts
Eve. The Genesis story explains how evil came into the
world and how the sin of Adam and Eve changed the
world for all of us. Mary is sometimes called the “second
Eve” or “new Eve.” These references go as far back as
Saint Irenaeus, who died in ap 193. Jesus triumphs over
evil and temptation. Mary brought Jesus into the world,
so Jesus and Mary changed the world for all of us. To-
gether, they redeemed the actions of Adam and Eve.
Many images of Mary show her standing on a serpent,
which represents evil. Mary’s part in the history of salva-
tion is not to conquer sin, but to give birth to Christ, who
conquered sin for us all.

TWENTY-FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Am 8:4—7.1Tm 2:1-8 « Lk 16:1-13 or 16:10-13
There is a life lesson in today’s Gospel: the person who
can be trusted with small matters can be trusted with
great matters. Likewise, if you can’t manage the small
stuff, then forget about dreaming big. This may seem ob-
vious, but we deny the obvious every day. For example, if
we overspend our meager bank account, don’t we imag-
ine more money is the answer? Yet when we get a raise,
that “extra” is soon spent too. Even some winners of big
lottery prizes run out of money. Think about folks whose
houses are cluttered with too much stuff. Having a bigger
house looks like the answer, and yet it doesn’t take long
to fill up more closets. We imagine that a “little lie” is
okay. “Fibbing,” we call it. We fib here and cheat there
and soon we're able to tell real whoppers without giving it
much thought. We imagine that “just a few” cookies while
on our diet won’t matter too much. Skipping our walk just
for today can't hurt. Putting off until tomorrow the
dishes—or our homework or a thank you note or a call—
“just this once” doesn’t matter. Missing Sunday Mass is
OK ifit's not every Sunday. Calling in sick when we need
a break—well, everyone does it. These are the habits of
failure and they all start with small stuff. If your life is in
shambles or you feel like you're spiraling out of control,
consider trying this: Do what you say you're going to do.
Period. If you're not eating sweets, then don't eat
them. If you're Catholic, then you’ve tacitly agreed to go
to Mass, so go. If you own it and it's dirty, clean it. If you
don’t have the money, don't spend it. If you said you'd
meet someone at 3:00, don’t show up at 3:10. Do what
you say you're going to do, and life becomes simpler.
You find yourself becoming a person who can be trusted
with great matters. It starts with the small stuff.
