Dear Padre

Can a divorced man be ordained?

Are there any religious orders that allow someone to
become a brother or a priest even if they are divorced?
Thank you. A Curious Catholic

Dear Curious Catholic,

There are circumstances when a married man or woman
can become a religious. Also, it is possible for a married
man to become a priest. It is not an easy thing to do, how-
ever. Marriage is a vocation in its own right. The Church has
a high regard for marriage. One cannot easily set aside the
obligations of marriage for another vocation. In the case of a
divorced person, the Church is even more cautious. The vo-
cation personnel will make a careful investigation of the cir-
cumstances of the marriage and the divorce. If there are mi-
nor children, then the diocesan or religious order officials will
need proof that the person can provide for the needs of the
children while in the formation program. If an annulment has
been granted to the marriage, some potential problems are
alleviated. The Church will not accept a man as a candidate
for the priesthood simply because he is not able to remarry
following a divorce. Religious orders will not do so, either.
The person must demonstrate, like every other candidate,
that he or she has an authentic vocation to religious life or
the priesthood. That is a difficult thing to do when one’s
spouse has died, and even more difficult when the spouse is
alive. If you find yourself in this situation and believe you
have a vocation to priesthood or religious life, you should
begin by speaking to your parish priest.

He can direct you in the next steps to follow.

GOOD NEWS

Twenty-fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Wisdom 2:12,17-20; Psalm 54; James 3:16--4:3; Mark
9:30-37

Children aren't the only ones who have role
models. We al have people whose lifestyles intrigue
us. The media constantly hold out for our emulation the
rich and the beautiful. These capture our attention, if
not necessarily our respect. Today's Scripture provides
alternative models, models of wisdom. These biblical
heroes see fidelity and service as atruly rewarding,
though sometimes difficult, lifestyle.

Around the middle of thefirst century B.C., the
author of the Book of Wisdom sought to providerole
models for his Jewish community in Egypt. In this ef-
fort he contrasts the pious (wise) Jew and the rebellious
(foolish) Jew. The just oneis attacked because hislife-
style is a condemnation of the wicked: "He reproaches
usfor sins against the law™" (Wisdom 2:12). Thejust
one's fidelity is vindicated. He does not die because he
shares community with God.

The author of James defines wisdom as being
docile, lenient, and peaceful. He then points out some
causes of unrest in the community, such as the conflicts
and disputes that spring from passion. Christian wis-
dom is dedicated to others; jealousy and strife are self-
centered. This passage makesiit clear that we should
imitate wisdom rather than fame and wealth.

The gospel excerpt is Mark's second passion
prediction. We find the same pattern asin last week's
passage -- the prediction, misunderstanding, and in-
struction on the nature of discipleship. For Mark, these
scenes contain all the ingredients of Christian wisdom.
The child is an apt symbol for powerlessness and total
reliance on others. Mark teaches us to welcome the

powerless and the disenfranchised.
