GOOD NEWS 
Twenty-seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Isaiah 5:1-7; Psalm 80; Philippians 4:6-9; Matthew 
21:33-43 
John Craghan, Th.D., S.S.L. 
               "Noblesse oblige" (nobility obliges) is an ex-
pression that we usually associate with royalty and 
crowned heads of state. People of rank have not only 
privilege but also responsibility. Exalted position re-
quires royal comportment -- "doing the right thing." 
Today's readings consider the moral implications of 
being God's people. 
               The vineyard is a traditional symbol of God's 
people. The people are the vineyard, the chosen house 
of Israel. They are special objects of God's attention, 
yet this noble call has fallen on deaf ears. The royal 
people have condemned themselves. 
               Paul regards faith in Christ as a radical 
change in living. Baptism implies a share in the death 
and resurrection of Jesus, and freedom from slavery to 
sin. Paul says, "Keep on doing the things that you 
have...heard and seen in me" (Philippians 4:9). 
               Matthew shapes the parable of the property 
owner into a judgment on the people of Israel, not just 
its leaders (contrast Mark 12:1-10). The tenant farmers 
kill the son outside the vineyard, an obvious reference 
to the crucifixion. Verse 43 says the kingdom will be 
given to others, namely, the Gentiles. Jews and Gen-
tiles together will live out their high calling, both will 
produce grapes at harvest time (vs. 41). 
               Baptism is a call to royalty. This sharing in 
the kingship of Jesus has little to do with external trap-
pings of nobility; it has everything to do with daily 
living of the gospel. Baptism is the inauguration of the 
Christian journey to benefit others by example and in-
volvement.
