GOOD NEWS 
Twenty-seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Genesis 2:18-24; Psalm 128; Hebrews 2:9-11; Mark 
10:2-16

            Loyalty is a precious commodity. Relation-
ships, if they are to remain loyal, must be grounded in 
mutual esteem and respect. Today's readings challenge 
our sense of commitment to one another. 
            Genesis talks of the bond uniting husband and 
wife. Man exercises authority over the animals but re-
mains incomplete until God creates woman. The ex-
pression, "bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh," is 
a formula of abiding mutual loyalty. There is fidelity 
through thick (bone) and thin (flesh). 
            Psalm 128 describes the benefits of loyalty. Fi-
delity brings blessings in this life for the individual -- a 
fertile wife and a large family -- but also for the nation. 
Jerusalem is prosperous, and Israel is at peace. 
            In the passage from Mark, Jesus does not focus 
on the permissiveness of Moses that allowed a man to 
divorce his wife (see Deuteronomy 24:1-4). Rather, Je-
sus directs attention to the real issue, God's design. In 
God's plan, husband and wife reflect divine creative en-
ergy; therefore not even the authority of Moses is suffi-
cient to set aside the Lord's intention. 
            The lesson for us in all these readings is simply 
this: Emphasize qualities that promote loyalty. We 
must honor husbands and wives for their commitment 
and dedication and congratulate family members for 
their contributions to the common good. People should 
be grateful for the unconditional generosity of their 
friends. No matter how many examples we see to the 
contrary, loyalty is still number one for Christians.

What is an apostolic blessing and how is one ob-
tained?                        Bonnie 
Dear Bonnie, 
Two things come to mind with your question regarding 
apostolic blessings by the pope. The first is the blessing 
given, urbi et orbi, (to the city and the world), at important 
times such as his election or major feast days. I believe 
you are more interested in the second form of the apos-
tolic blessing which is obtained through the Apostolic 
Nuncio in Washington, DC, or through the Vatican Office 
for Papal Charities. Your local diocesan chancellor can 
assist you. The blessing does not cost anything except 
for a nominal fee required for a parchment scroll or letter 
from the nuncio explaining the occasion for the blessing. 
You need to request the blessing in writing together with 
a letter of recommendation from a parish priest of the 
person to receive the blessing attesting to his or her good 
standing in the Catholic Church. You can expect a time of 
a few weeks to a few months before receiving the bless-
ing, so It is important to plan. Requesting an apostolic 
blessing for a friend or loved one or your parish commu-
nity is an admirable practice and helps mark those 
special occasions in the lives of Catholics.

BISHOP JOHN TIMON       
John Timon was born February 12, 1797, in Conewago 
Township, Pennsylvania and died April 16, 1867, at 
Buffalo, New York. In 1825 he took his vows as a Vin-
centian (Congregation of the Mission) at St. Mary-of-
the-Barrens in Perry County and was ordained a priest 
in 1826.  He remained at St. Mary-of-the-Barrens until 
1847.  Although not a resident, he was the first pastor 
of St. James from January, 1827, to August, 1828.  
When St. Joachim was consecrated in 1831, Father Ti-
mon preached the English sermon and Father Rondot 
preached the French sermon.  Father Timon was the 
vicar-general of the Diocese of St. Louis and the 
American Vincentian superior from 1835 to 1847.  
Also, from 1839 he was prefect apostolic of the Repub-
lic of Texas and became known as the “Apostle of 
Texas”  .  On April 23, 1847, Pope Pius IX appointed 
him the first Bishop of the newly created Diocese of 
Buffalo, New York.
