I've been in a relationship with an atheist for al-
most a year. | love him very much, but he doesn’t
want to baptize our future children and | don’t even
know if I'd be able to get married in the Church.
Please help me. Is it a sin to marry an atheist .Gaby
Dear Gaby,

First let me congratulate you on finding someone to love
and, | pray, loves you. Secondly, it is not a sin to love an
atheist. However, such a union requires special permis-
sion and is especially complicated if he has publicly re-
nounced the Catholic faith. Another difficulty you might
face is that the Catholic Church requires that you do eve-
rything in your power to raise your children Catholic. Both
of you need to be in step with one another and moving in
the same direction. So often couples run into trouble
when they begin to head in different directions and pos-
sess different priorities. | hate to say it, but sometimes
love is not enough when couples have very opposing
views of what their life together means, as well as what
their expectations are of the other person. But | do not
say this to discourage you. “For all things are possible
through Christ who saves me.” The marvelous thing
about loving someone is that it has the power to change
us like nothing else. Love gives us the strength to sacri-
fice, to set aside our fears and prejudices, and to reexam-
ine even our own belief systems. The best advice | can
give you is to talk with each other about what you believe
and why you believe it. Share with each other your hopes
as well as your fears.

GOOD NEWS

Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Wisdom 7:7-11; Psalm 90; Hebrews 4:12-13; Mark
10:17-30

Wisdom is often regarded as a personal attrib-
ute, something that people honor in others. Today's
readings understand wisdom as a gift that must benefit
the community. Expertiseis centrifugal, moving from
one person out to the entire population.

The Book of Wisdom chooses the wise and be-
nevolent king as the model of human perfection. This
ruler prefers wisdom to wealth, health, beauty, and
even kingship itself. Theideal |eader employs wisdom
for the common good.

The responsoria psam is a meditation on the
value of human life. In verse twelve, the psalmist prays
for wisdom of heart -- the ability to live in balanced re-
lationship with God and others. Wisdom means that the
community experiences God's gracious presence. Wis-
dom also implies that God acknowledges human work
by giving it fullness and meaning.

Mark depicts a Jesus who is recognized for his
wisdom. Jesus guides the man who wishesto gain eter-
nal life. Wisdom requires that one first ook to the com-
mon good. The man questioning Jesus has aready
achieved this level by keeping the commandments.
Wisdom's second demand is much more challenging,
giving up everything that distracts him from following
Jesus. To sell one's possessions and give to the poor is
afreeing experience that resultsin great serviceto the
community.

Wisdom isrequired in all real life situations.
Parents become wise in experience and use that grace
to guide their children. Teachers share knowledge with
their students, but even more, they share wisdom. The
truly wise see their expertise not as an honor to be rec-

ognized, but as a gift to be shared.

What IsA Stem Cell

A stem cell isarelatively unspecialized cell that, when it divides,
can do two things: make another cell like itself, or make any of a
number of cells with more specialized functions. For example,
just one kind of stem cell in our blood can make new red blood
cells, or white blood cells, or other kinds—depending on what the
body needs. These cells are like the stem of a plant that spreads
out in different directions as it grows.

WHY ISTHE CHURCH OPPOSED TO STEM CELL RE-
SEARCH USING THE EMBRYO?

Because harvesting these stem cells kills the living embryo. The
Church opposes the direct destruction of innocent human life for
any purpose, including research.
