GOOD NEWS 
Twenty-ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Isaiah 53:10-11; Psalm 33; Hebrews 4:14-16; Mark 
10:35-45

            We tend to envy those who have made it to the 
top for their power and prestige. On the surface we see 
privilege and status, but much deeper are the obliga-
tions that come with leadership. Today's readings re-
gard the top as the position of greatest service. 
            The servant in the first reading represents those 
who are willing to share in a new and daring enterprise. 
By accepting this call the servant opens himself to suf-
fering on behalf of the people. The leader's suffering 
will restore all to life with God. 
            The author of Hebrews portrays Jesus as the 
model of self-giving -- a model who encourages all 
people. The author speaks of Jesus' divinity but does 
not disparage his humanity. Jesus is tempted; he is hu-
man. Therefore, the Lord is able to help all who are 
tempted. Jesus' suffering leads to perfection --a perfec-
tion that results in eternal salvation. 
            In today's gospel passage, James and John seek 
positions of honor when the Lord comes into his glory. 
Jesus explains that real honor is bound up with suffer-
ing. The "cup" is nothing less than the passion. Some 
people exercise their status in a show of power. By 
contrast, those who aspire to greatness in the Lord's 
kingdom must be servants. Genuine honor is found 
only in generous service.

DEAR PADRE 

Is our devotion to Mary too much? 
I am having a hard time with our Church’s attitude 
toward the statues of Mary. I find it hard to conse-
crate my life to God and also to Mary. How can we 
be consecrated to two? I thought we were to serve 
only one God. Many of my non-Catholic friends  ac-
cuse us of worshiping idols and it appears that way 
here. I would appreciate your thoughts. Kathy 
Dear Kathy, 
Your question is a familiar one and the line that separates 
worship and devotion can be a fine one. At times it may 
even seem like we cross that line and confuse our devotion 
to Mary or one of the saints with our worship of God. How-
ever, the Catholic Church has a long and rich tradition of 
devotional prayer and the use of sacramentals. Most of our 
devotional prayers are focused on personal spirituality. De-
votions are not something that you have to practice in or-
der to be Catholic. They are, however, a way for us to cus-
tomize our spirituality. Different people need different ways 
to connect. The saints strengthen our faith that God under-
stands and loves us no matter our circumstances. One of 
the major sets of devotions are those that center around 
the Mother of our Lord. For many people it is easier to ap-
proach God through Mary than praying directly to the Al-
mighty. For others it is the image of a mother’s love and 
devotion that is appealing. Others take a scriptural ap-
proach and remember that Mary had great influence over 
her son, and one of his last acts was to give her to us as 
our mother. Devotions should never replace our Lord, but 
there are some specific sacramentals, like the Virgin of 
Fatima statue, that have special meaning for some people. 
Even though we take different paths, we are striving to 
reach the same kingdom and praise one God.
