Should | have a spiritual director? | am confused about
spiritual directors. What are they supposed to do? |
have had many people tell me that | should get one but |
am unsure about the whole thing. What do | tell them
and what do they tell me? Maria

Dear Maria,

A spiritual director is one who helps you navigate your spiri-
tual journey. The most important thing is to find someone
you are comfortable with and who is also willing to make
you feel uncomfortable at times. What | mean is

that if you truly want to make some progress in your spiritual
life, you have to be willing to be challenged. So, you will
need to openly share your struggles, fears, hopes, and even
personal demons. You will need someone who will tell you
the truth, even if it might be hard to hear at times. This does-
n't mean that the journey should be an arduous and uphill
battle or that you should find someone who will be tough on
you for the sake of being tough.

For me, the first quality to look for is someone you deem to
be holy and spiritual. | find it far more helpful to get direction
from someone who has walked the journey rather than sim-
ply studied the guidebooks. We don't necessarily

need to seek out the smartest or most certified person.
These are admirable qualities, but | find | get more help from
someone who has wrestled and struggled with his or her
own spiritual problems and grew closer to God for having
done so. Don't go looking for magic answers or shortcuts. A
spiritual director is someone who merely accompanies us
along the way. They remind us of where we are trying to go
and provide some insights that might make the going a little
easier. Good luck on the journey. Oh, and don't forget to
have fun along the way.

We
must help those who are suffering, but we may not use a good end
to justify an evil means. Moreover, treatments that do not require
destroying any human life are at least as promising-they are al-
ready healing some conditions, and far closer to healing other con-
ditions than any approach using embryonic stem cells. The choice
is not between sciene and ethics, but between science that is ethi-
cally responsible and science that is not.

Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jeremiah 31:7-9; Psalm 126; Hebrews 5:1-6; Mark
10:46-52

Today's readings show that, even in the most
desperate moment, we are able to find God dynami-
cally present, a God who pierces the darkness and of -
fers us the grace of hope and new life.

Jeremiah addresses the northern tribes of Israel,
the surviving remnant after the kingdom has falen. The
prophet callsfor arevival of hope, arenewal of faithin
Y ahweh who saves. Jeremiah offers a poignant con-
trast -- the tearful departure versus the joyous return.
Just asin the first exodus, Y ahweh will provide alevel
road with an abundant supply of water.

Psalm 126 is a communal lament that echoes
the despair and then the joy of the Babylonian exiles.

Y ahweh's goodness to these exiles seemed like a
dream; even the enemy had to remark, "The Lord has
done great things for them" (Psalm 126:2).

For Mark, the cure of the blind Bartimaeus has
great symbolic value. This account follows the blind
ambition of James and John, and introduces the transi-
tion of Jesus ministry to Jerusalem. For Mark, disciple-
ship isthe ability to hope for glory in and through suf-
fering. The true disciple is the one who can see the ex-
altation of Jesusin and through his passion and death.

Disillusionment is part of the human experi-
ence. The light can seem to turn into darkness when
thereisloss or troublein life. Christian faith is the abil-
ity to see through depression and despair, to see a God

waiting to save. Hope is the capacity to see anew.
