GOOD NEWS 
Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Deuteronomy 6:2-6; Psalm 18; Hebrews 7:23-28; Mark 
12:28-34

            This weekend's Scripture defines love as con-
cern. Love is more than just emotion, certainly more 
than self-gratification. Love is a precarious undertaking 
that requires committed action on behalf of another. 
            The Book of Deuteronomy is an expression of 
Israel's covenant. Fashioned after ancient Near Eastern 
treaties, this book depicts Yahweh as a suzerain and Is-
rael as a vassal. The suzerain is generous toward the 
vassal; in return the vassal gives love, a love that im-
plies obedience. The formulation of this treaty means 
that Yahweh has an exclusive claim on Israel. 
            Psalm 18 is a royal psalm of thanksgiving. This 
passage comments on the meaning of love, using a He-
brew word that actually means "womb" -- thus connot-
ing feminine compassion. Israel addresses Yahweh as 
rock and fortress, recalling God's promise to King 
David to protect and help him. 
            In Mark, the Great Commandment reappears 
under two names: the first of all the commandments 
(verse 28) and the greatest commandment (verse 31). 
Out of 248 positive commands and 365 negative prohi-
bitions of the Torah, Jesus selects two (Deuteronomy 
6:4-5 and Leviticus 19:18). These two, love of God and 
love of neighbor, give meaning to all the others. Mark 
has already pointed out how Jesus incorporated this 
twofold love into his lifestyle. He loved his neighbor 
by reaching out to those despised by others. He loved 
God by accepting God's will, even suffering and death. 
            Whom have we promised to love? How have 
we shown our love for these people? Often the little 
things count the most!

Dear Padre: 
Why did the Eastern Orthodox and Catholic Churches 
split? 
The Greek Orthodox religion seems a lot like the 
Roman Catholic. Why did they break away from 
our Church?                 Dar C. 
Dear Dar C., 
Not only does the Greek Orthodox Church seem similar 
to the Roman Catholic Church, they are also alike in 
practice. Jesus founded only one Church, and when it 
began, it was fully united. Peter, as Christ’s successor 
and the first pope, established the Church in Rome, 
which was the political center of the ancient world. This 
base helped the Church grow, develop, and maintain 
unity. The Church spread even further when the Roman 
Emperor Constantine legalized Christianity in AD 313. 
When the empire fell in 476, the city of Rome was no 
longer the focal point of civilization. Language began to 
separate people, and differences arose between the 
Greek speaking East and the Latin-speaking West. The 
Great Schism, or divide between the East and West, hap-
pened in 1054, when Pope Leo IX and Eastern Patriarch 
Michael I excommunicated each other. The primary 
cause was a dispute over papal authority. The Eastern 
churches denied that the pope had any unique authority 
over them. There was also a dispute over the Nicene 
Creed known as the filioque. While the Western Church 
stated that the Holy Spirit came from the Father and the 
Son, the Eastern Church believed the Holy Spirit to be 
only of the Father. Although there is still a division, we do 
have much in common with the Orthodox. In May of 
2001, Pope John Paul II and Archbishop Christodoulos 
Paraskevaides of Greece met to begin a reconciliation. 
Each forgave the other’s church for past wrongdoings. 
We continue to pray for more unity among Christians 
worldwide.

No.  Serious moral concerns about these practices have been 
raised by an array of both religious and secular groups, including 
some who disagree with the Catholic Church about abortion.  The 
human cloning ban supported by the Church has been approved by 
the House of Representatives by an overwhelming bipartisan ma-
jority.  Many other countries (including Canada, France, Australia, 
German and Norway) have passed similar bans.  Opposition to the 
idea of treating early human life as a mere object or commodity in 
the laboratory transcends religious and political divisions.
