GOOD NEWS 
Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time 
1 Kings 17:10-16; Psalm 146; Hebrew 9:24-28; Mark 
12:38-44

            We sometimes believe that the only real weak-
ness is failing to promote our strengths. Today's read-
ings are 180 degrees removed from this "survival of the 
fittest" mentality. These passages demonstrate that per-
sonal strength is promoted when we assist the weak. 
            Widows were often destitute in the male-
dominated Near East. Elijah predicted a long drought 
in the northern kingdom of Israel due to the paganizing 
tendencies of King Ahab and his Canaanite queen, 
Jezebel. During this drought, Elijah asked a pagan 
widow for a drink of water, an incredible request given 
the circumstances! Yet the widow, impoverished her-
self, reached out in support. 
            Psalm 146 is a psalm of descriptive praise. It 
depicts God's ongoing role as creator, a role that de-
mands praise. Those who make the clearest case for 
God's creation are not the rich and powerful, but the 
oppressed, the hungry, the captives, the blind, the 
strangers, the widows. A God who cares for these poor-
est of the poor truly deserves our praise. 
            Jesus chastises the scribes for the way in which 
they exploit the poor. Jesus reaches out to the sick, the 
unclean, the tax collectors. He came not to be served 
but to serve. Writing against the background of the 
cross, Mark points out that strength lies in helping the 
weak. 
            We know many in our society who are needy. 
The challenge of this weekend is to realize that God 
meets these needs through us! Paradoxically, in aiding 
the weak we grow stronger! Indeed, we not only sur-
vive, we thrive.

ST. MARIA GORETTI  
St. Maria Goretti was born October 16, 1890, in Corinaldo, 
Italy, and died July 6, 1902, in a hospital near Rome.  Maria 
was born of poor, pious parents.  He father died in 1900, 
leaving his widow with six young children.  Maria never at-
tended school and was unable to read or write as she took 
care of the younger children while her mother worked in the 
fields.  She received her first communion on May 29, 1902.  
On July 5, 1902, the 19 year old son of a neighboring family 
entered the Goretti home and made advances to Maria, who 
refused his advances and told him: “No, God does not wish 
it.  It is a sin.”   He then stabbed her, repeatedly.  She died 
the next day in a hospital after forgiving her murderer.  
Thus, she is a Christian martyr because, clearly, she died for 
her faith. Many miracles were reported to occur at her tomb.  
Her murderer eventually repented, attributed his conversion 
to Maria’s intercession and, after his release from prison, 
worked to advance the cause for Maria’s beatification.  
Maria was beatified April 28, 1947, and canonized June 24, 
1950, at a ceremony held in St. Peter’s Square, attended by 
some 250,000 persons, including Maria’s mother.  St. Maria 
Goretti is the patron saint of girls, teenagers, and youth.  Her 
feast day is observed on July 6.
