GOOD NEWS 
Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Daniel 12:1-3; Psalm 16; Hebrews 10:11-14,18; Mark 
13:24-32 
John Craghan, Th.D., S.S.L. 
            Some people see God as the divine architect 
who created the world and then left it to spin on its 
own independent course. Others imagine God as the 
celestial administrator who records debits and credits. 
Today's readings portray a God who is far from aloof, 
the Creator who takes on the problems of the created. 
            The passage from Daniel is written against the 
background of the persecution of the Syrian king, An-
tiochus IV Epiphanes (about 165 B.C.). The forces of 
evil seem to have the upper hand, yet these verses offer 
hope. The elect will escape, the dead will come back to 
life. For the author's community, this God is a caring 
God. 
            Psalm 16 is a psalm of trust or confidence. The 
God of this psalm is the portion and cup who has no 
choice but to provide and protect. Even in the face of 
possible death, the psalmist has no doubt that God will 
offer security. 
            Mark 13 is often called the "little apocalypse." 
Like Daniel 7-12 and the Book of Revelation, it fo-
cuses on a world of persecution. Jesus' farewell speech 
deals with two realities: Jesus will fulfill the Old Testa-
ment texts about the end and the disciples are not to 
worry about the precise time of Jesus' second coming. 
Like Daniel's Son of Man, Jesus will return and gather 
the chosen from the farthest bounds of earth and sky. 
            In the period between Jesus' Ascension and 
Second Coming, the task of the believer is to reveal a 
caring God. The follower who reaches out to the needy 
projects a God who is real. Our God is much more than 
a divine architect or a celestial administrator; our God 
is our hope.

Dear Padre 
Why do we worship on Sunday rather than 
Saturday? 
Some of my non-Catholic friends have a serious 
problem with the Sunday worship schedule. They 
say the Bible points to a Saturday Sabbath estab-
lished by God from the very beginning. I’ve looked 
into it myself and can find no definitive Biblical 
change from the Saturday “ day of worship”  to 
Sunday. Does any of this matter? Ernest 
Dear Ernest, 
Your friends are right. In the story of creation, the day of 
rest is Saturday. At the end of the work week we take a 
day of rest, just as the Lord took a day of rest after creat-
ing the universe. Resting reminds us no matter how im-
portant what we do is, that just as God was able to rest 
we too need to rest. So why the change from Saturday 
to Sunday? The resurrection! That’s why! Jesus rose 
from the dead on the first day of the week: Sunday. For 
Christians, there is no event that is more important, so we 
gather on the first day of the week to remember this im-
portant event: the resurrection. The Jewish understand-
ing of a day is from sunset to sunset. Because of this, 
the Church has allowed us to fulfill our obligation of Sun-
day Mass by attending church on Saturday evening. The 
important thing for us to remember is that Sunday is a 
day of resting in the Lord. Part of this is going to church, 
but the whole day is dedicated to the Lord, so Sunday 
needs to be different. It is time that should be spent with 
the family and resting.
