GOOD NEWS 
Christ the King 
Daniel 7:13-14; Psalm 93; Revelation 1:5-8; John 18:33-37

            Historically, kings and queens have been 
known to sacrifice  responsibility for their people to en-
sure personal wealth and luxury. Contemporary leaders 
are just as prone to banquets in the palace even if it 
means hunger in the streets, but this Sunday©s readings 
show that royalty and service go hand in hand. 
            The author of Daniel encourages the people to 
remain faithful to their religious convictions. This is 
not easy in the face of constant persecution from Antio-
chus IV Epiphanes (about 165 B.C.). They are prom-
ised that "one like a human being" will come from 
heaven to help them. Faithful Jewish royalty are called 
to serve! 
            The audience addressed in the second reading is 
also suffering persecution. They are tempted to say 
"Caesar is Lord," rather than "Jesus is Lord." The au-
thor contrasts the pagan king and Christ as king. Jesus 
is ruler of the kings of earth and the price he pays is his 
own blood. The result is "a kingdom, priests serving his 
God and Father" (Revelation 1:6). 
            Kingship and involvement go together in John. 
Since Pilate does not wish to get involved in God©s 
Word, he shuns Jesus© question about the title "King of 
the Jews." Jesus explains that his kingdom is one of 
truth, not of politics. In the fourth gospel, Jesus goes to 
his death as a king. The crucifixion is Jesus© enthrone-
ment, the ultimate expression of royal service. 
            All three readings tell us that only those who 
serve are worthy of the crown. Baptism brings royalty 
to believers, a royalty that means everyday service to 
all who cross our paths, especially the poor.

Where does the Church stand on immigration? 
Our bishop recently had an article in the diocesan 
newspaper asking us to support the campaign Jus-
tice for Immigrants. Among other things the cam-
paign advocates: “ legalization of undocumented peo-
ple of all nationalities who are in this country.”  Isn’t 
this rewarding people who broke the law? As good 
Catholics shouldn’t we also be good citizens obeying 
the law?

Dear Heinrich, 
The Catholic bishops do not condone breaking the law. 
That is why they advocate immigration reform so we can 
have more laws that are both good for the immigrant and 
for our country as well. The truth of the matter is that our 
country needs foreign labor in many sectors of our soci-
ety, most especially in agricultural and service industries. 
There are not enough people in this country who are able 
to do these jobs. With immigration reform these workers 
will be able to enter our country legally and we will be 
able to control our borders. Currently there are eleven 
million undocumented migrants in our country providing 
many needed services in our economy. It is true that 
these people have broken U.S. laws, but it is also true 
that our economy needs these workers. What the bishops 
are proposing is that these undocumented people who 
are already in our country and contributing to our society 
come forward. That they pay a fine and an application 
fee, have a criminal background check done, show that 
they have paid taxes, and are willing to move towards be-
come U.S. citizens. This means they have a willingness 
to learn English. These people could then be granted 
permanent residency, but only over time. We are a nation 
of immigrants and we continue to be so. Whenever 
groups have come over in large numbers fear has arisen 
in the hearts of people who are already here. With true 
reform we will be able to secure our borders insuring 
that those who want to hurt our country are kept out and 
that those who want to help us build our country are al-
lowed a legal way to do so.

POPE ST. LEO THE GREAT 
Pope St. Leo the Great.  The date and place of his birth are not 
known; he died November 10, 461, in Rome.  He succeeded  Pope 
St. Sixtus III, as Pope Leo I on September 29, 440.  On June 13, 
449, Pope Leo sent to St. Flavian a doctrinal letter clearly setting 
forth the Catholic faith with regard to the natures of Our Lord, 
which rejected the errors of Nestorianism and Eutycuchianism.  This 
letter contained a lucid explanation of the two-fold nature of Christ 
and became for all subsequent ages the Church’s official teaching.  
Attila the Hun and his horde entered Italy in 452; burning, sacking, 
pilaging and razing cities as they advanced.  When the Huns neared 
Rome, no one seemed willing to oppose Attila.  Pope Leo induced 
Attila to retire from the area and to accept an annual tribute instead 
of entering the holy city.  In the 96 of his sermons which have been 
preserved, Pope Leo laid stress on alms giving and other social as-
pects of Christian life, as well as expounding Catholic doctrine-
especially that of the Incarnation.  The title of “ the Great”  has been 
accorded to only three popes– Leo I, St. Gregory I and St. Nicholas 
I.  St. Leo the Great was declared a Doctor of the Church in 1754.
