The 
joys and sorrows, successes and failures of family may 
seem distant from community highs and lows. Today's 
readings take a different view. The family has a vital 
impact on society. Family transcends the home and 
touches all humankind around the world. 
            Psalm 128 is a wisdom psalm that shows the 
consequences of fearing God and walking in God's 
ways. The husband/father will experience prosperity 
and the blessings of work, marriage, and family; how-
ever, the blessings of the God-fearing person are linked 
with the prosperity of Jerusalem. Family life and com-
munity life go together. 
            The author of Colossians presents the general 
principles for life in Christ and specific applications for 
the Christian home. Love is the virtue that binds all the 
rest together and brings them to perfection. All are one 
body in Christ.  Luke shows the committed concern 
that Mary and Joseph had for Jesus. They are heartsick 
to find him missing and astounded to find him teaching 
in the Temple. Theirs is the parental challenge -- to 
hold on and let go at the same time. 
            Responsibility, respect, and concern are but 
three of the domestic virtues that affect all society.

Where does one draw the line from giving to those in 
need versus “ God helps those who help them-
selves” ? We have a niece and a daughter who are 
both healthy, able-bodied and in their 20s. We have 
set boundaries and continue to give to them but they 
just can’t seem to get their act together. Would it be 
unchristian to cut them off?     R. Phillips 
Dear R. Phillips, 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that 
humans need other humans. We know that parents have 
a responsibility toward their children to ensure that they 
grow up in faith and to meet their basic needs (CCC 
2214). When we consider the family, we see further obli-
gations of both parents to children and vise-versa. Chil-
dren are required to show respect toward their parents 
and, as they grow, assist them in whatever material 
needs may arise. Further, parents have the responsibility 
to provide for their children so they can grow and mature 
in holiness. As children grow up, they take on their own 
responsibility, grow in autonomy, and explore their voca-
tion and state of life (CCC 2230). At some point, children 
need to become responsible adults, which brings us to 
your point. From what you described, your niece and your 
daughter seem rather capable, however they may be re-
luctant or a bit scared. Unless they are physically or emo-
tionally unable to keep a job or manage their finances, 
you seem to have done what is required as parents. At 
the same time, you would not want to abandon them if 
physical, psychological, or other factors create a negative 
impact on their lives. Yet as able-bodied, healthy, and 
young people they should be able exercise their respon-
sibility and progress in their life without your financial as-
sistance so you are not acting in an unchristian manner. 
Perhaps the best thing for you is to set limits and follow 
them consistently.

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ST. AGATHA     
St. Agatha was born in Catania, Sicily, date unknown.  She died 
February 5, probably about 249 to 251.   Little is known about St. 
Agatha, but legend has it as follows:  She was from a rich and il-
lustrious family.  When she rebuffed the evil designs of Quintian, 
a man of consular rank, he ordered her to be handed over  to Aph-
rodisia, who kept a house of ill-fame.  St. Agatha suffered assaults 
and insults upon her honor, but after a month of standing true to 
her faith, she was ordered to prison and then to be stretched on the 
rack.  Quintian, enraged at her seeing her suffer with cheerfulness, 
ordered her breasts to be cruelly crushed and cut off; then re-
manded her to prison without food or medical care.  Agatha had a 
vision of St. Peter, who filled her dungeon with a heavenly light 
and who consoled and healed her.  Four days later Quintian caused 
Agatha to be rolled naked over live coals mixed with broken pot-
tery.  As she was carried back to prison, she prayed, “Lord, my 
creator, thou hast always protected me from the cradle; thou hast 
taken me from the love of the world and given me patience to suf-
fer.  Receive now my soul.”   After saying these words, she 
breathed her last.  St. Agatha is named in the canon of the Mass.  
She is the patron saint of foundry workers, miners, Alpine guides 
and nurses and her feast day is observed February 5.
